	RERC 3-01a
I am developing my knowledge of how Jesus was aware of mystery in his life and how he understood this as God communicating with him and inviting him to deeper relationship on the occasion of:

· his baptism (Mk. 1: 9-12)

· his temptations in the wilderness (Mk. 1: 9-13; Lk. 4: 1-13)

· his agony in the Garden of Gethsemane (Mk. 14: 32-42).

I am aware that Jesus was not alone on the occasions highlighted above, where he continued to experience the relationship of the Trinitarian life.

I understand that the central mystery of the Christian life is the mystery of the Most Holy Trinity which God alone can make known to us by revealing himself as Father, Son and Holy Spirit. (CCC 261)

I am deepening my understanding of wonder and mystery in life by discovering that Christ is the first born of all creation (Col 1: 16 - “In him were created all things.”)

I am beginning to understand that Christ “is the head of all creation”. (Col 1: 16)

I know that he has made his angels messengers of his saving plan and that they serve all those who are to obtain salvation. (CCC 331)

RERC 3-03a
I am deepening my understanding that the New Testament lies hidden in the Old and that the Old Testament is unveiled in the New. (CCC 129)
RERC 3-04a
I have developed a personal understanding of God as Father, Son and Holy Spirit by exploring some key events of the New Testament including:

· The Annunciation (Lk. 1: 26–38)
· I have understood how God communicates with Mary through the Angel’s message and how this reveals to humanity his continuing covenant and the reality of the Incarnation.

· I have reflected on the nature and work of the Holy Spirit in the life of Our Lady.

· I have considered how the Holy Spirit continues to reveal the nature of God in the world today.

· The Baptism of Jesus (Mk. 1: 9-12)

· I have considered how God reveals himself through this event and through the Sacrament of Baptism today.

· I have developed this learning by focussing on the presence of Father, Son and Holy Spirit at the Baptism of Jesus.

· I have reflected upon how this connects with my learning about the Sacrament of Baptism. (RERC 3-08a)

· The Transfiguration (Mk. 9: 2-13)

· I have developed my knowledge of how God reveals himself as Father, Son and Holy Spirit within this scripture passage and how this knowledge helps to deepen my understanding of Jesus as God the Son.

· I know that God the Father communicates verbally with God the Son during both ‘The baptism of Jesus’ and ‘The Transfiguration’. This helps me to develop an understanding of the relational nature of God.

· Pentecost (Acts 2: 1-13)

· I can describe how God revealed himself to the Apostles at Pentecost.

· I can express why this is known as the ‘great beginning of the Church’.

· I can describe the connection between Pentecost and the Sacrament of Confirmation.
RERC 3-05a
I have explored, and can show my understanding of, the divine nature of Jesus, having examined his words and actions in the Gospel accounts of his miracles (Mk. 4 & 5):

· Jesus calms the storm – Mk. 4: 35-41 (Divine power over nature)

· a man with an evil spirit – Mk. 5: 1-20 (conflict with the demons who know and use Jesus’ tiltes, showing Jesus’ Divine power over evil and Divine authority to forgive sin

· the healing of the woman with flow of blood – Mk. 5: 21-34 (Divine power over disease)

· the daughter of Jairus raised to life – Mk. 5: 35-43 (Divine power over death).

In light of this, I can show some understanding of these two of the titles of Jesus – “Son of God” (Mk. 1: 1) and “Son of Man” (Mk. 10: 45)

I am beginning to explore how the inseparability of Jesus’ human and divine nature can be shown in:

· his Baptism (Mk 1: 9-12, 2)

· his Transfiguration (Mk 9: 2-13).
RERC 3-07a
I have explored the connection between the Ministry, Passion, Death and Resurrection of Jesus.

I can show my understanding of the presence of the Holy Spirit in the key events of the life and Ministry of Jesus and in the beginnings of the Church.

Ministry of Jesus:

· His baptism (Mk. 1: 9-11)

· His temptation in the wilderness (Mk. 1: 12-13)

· His teaching about:

· How to pray (Lk. 11: 9-13; Mt. 6: 5-15),

· Parables (Mk. 4: 10-12),

· Scripture (Mk. 1: 21-22, 12: 28-34),

· the Kingdom and Mission (Mk. 12: 28-34)

· His teaching to the people: in the synagogue, in the crowds and to his disciples.

· His miracles which show his power over: death, nature, sickness and evil (Mk. 2: 1-12, Mk. 4: 35-41, Mk. 5: 35-43, Mk. 1: 21-28).

· His Transfiguration (Mk 9: 2-13).

The beginnings of the Church:

· The calling and commissioning of the Apostles (Mk. 1: 14-20, 16: 15-17)

· The role of Our Lady:

· the Annunciation (Lk. 1: 26-38)

· Wedding at Cana (John 2: 1-12)

· Mary at the foot of the cross (John 19: 25-27),

· Disciples in the upper room (Acts 1: 12-15)

· St. Peter’s declaration about Jesus: “Who do you say I am?” (Mk. 8: 27-30)

· The Lord’s Supper: the new covenant, the institution of the Eucharist, the institution of the priesthood (Mk. 14: 22-26)

· Pentecost (Acts 2: 1-15, 40-42)

· The life of the early Christian community (Acts 2: 43-47).

RERC 3-13a
I have evaluated the purpose and value (for people who are trying to follow Christ’s teaching today) of reading about the life, death and Resurrection of Jesus and the development of the early Church in the New Testament.

· how a Christian can know Jesus’ teaching and example

· how a Christian might discern how Jesus would respond to issues in contemporary life.

I have experienced opportunities to pray and to reflect on passages from the New Testament.
RERC 3-16a
I can explain the links between the Last Supper and the Jewish feast of Passover (Ex. 12: 1-14).

· The Sacrifice of the Lamb

· Jesus, the Lamb of God

· freedom from slavery for the Jewish people

· freedom from sin for all people

· Exodus to the promised land

· promise of eternal life with God in heaven.

RERC 3-18a
I have developed a deeper understanding of the liturgical events of Easter by exploring the significance of aspects of the Easter Vigil and Easter Sunday liturgies.

· The Significance of Light: The Church starting in darkness; the Easter fire; the paschal candle

· Salvation & Baptism: The differences in the liturgy of the Word (telling of Salvation History through a number of extra readings); the renewing of baptismal promises; Adult baptism

· Celebration: the ringing of bells and the singing of the Gloria; the alleluia and dismissal; the decoration of the Church; the colour of the vestments

· The significance of Easter: the colour of vestments; the fact that all Gospels describe post-Resurrection appearances; the importance of feast days within this time; Easter duties (CCC 2042).
RERC 3-20a
I have considered what Jesus meant by the term "the Reign (or Kingdom) of God" (Mk. 1: 15, 12: 28-34).

I know and understand that Jesus’ new commandment of love (Jn. 15: 12) is central to understanding the Reign of God.

I know that Jesus summed up the Ten Commandments as “love of God and love of others” (Mt. 22: 34-50; Mk. 12: 28-34).

RERC 3-21a
I have begun to understand what it is to be compassionate, as result of exploring the narrative of the parable of the Good Samaritan (Lk. 10: 29-37) and/or the parable of the Rich Man and Lazarus (Lk. 16: 19-31).

I understand how Jesus enters into the suffering of humanity through his suffering and death. (On the Cross, Jesus is the very compassion of God and the greatest example for us of the virtue of compassion.)

Having considered Christ’s example (Mk. 1: 21-45, Jn. 13: 1-15), I am aware of how I can respond to the spiritual and material needs of others.
RERC 3-23a
I have explored and can express my understanding of how Jesus calls his followers to act against wrong doing, even if it causes them to suffer (Mk. 8: 34-36).




	Experiences and Outcomes:

	Mystery of God RERC 3-01a 
I identify situations of wonder and mystery in life. Having considered the belief that these situations are signs of God’s invitation to relationship, I can describe how these affect our awareness of the sacred in our lives.

Revealed Truth of God RERC 3-03a
I have examined the way that God is revealed in the lives of key people and events described in the Old Testament.
