	RERC 3-02a
I can identify some characteristics of God by reflecting on relevant passages of the Old Testament which describe the history of the Covenant between God and mankind.

· Creation and Adam & Eve (Gen. 1-3)

· Noah and the Flood (Gen. 7-9)

· Abraham (Gen. 17)

· Moses (Ex. 20).
RERC 3-03a
I have developed an understanding of how God reveals himself to humanity:

· through creation - as the Creator, all powerful, life-giving and life-sustaining

· through personal relationships with the people of the Old Testament - as God who cares for, saves and remains faithful to his chosen people.

I have explored instances of revelation and relationship within the Old Testament:

· involving Abraham

His call, his children, his test, his leadership (how God through his covenant with Abraham and his descendants, including Jacob, chooses the Jewish people as his own chosen people); God’s covenant with his chosen people; His new covenant with all people today in Christ

· involving Moses
His birth; the burning bush; the return to Egypt; the plagues and the Passover; the Exodus and the years in the wilderness; the Decalogue and covenant; Mount Nebo and his death (how God confirms his covenant with the chosen people by caring for them, saving them and giving them his law); God’s saving love for his chosen people (his invitation to all to share in His life as sons and daughters in Christ).
I know that Christians read the Old Testament in light of Christ crucified and risen.
RERC 3-06a
I have researched some aspects of the life of a Jewish family living in Palestine at the time of Jesus.

· family life: work and employment, activities, language

· the geography of his land: Roman Occupation, Jewish leadership, Trade / Economy / Taxation

· Temple life: Synagogue, worship, the beliefs and practices of the Jewish people

· tension and similarities between key religious groups: in particular the Pharisees, the Sadducees, the Zealots.

I have developed an understanding of how the Roman occupation would have impacted on the lives of the Jewish people.

I have reflected upon what this understanding would have meant for the hopes / dreams and expectations of the Jewish people at the time of Jesus.

I have considered how the Roman occupation would have influenced the Jewish peoples’ expectation of the Messiah.
RERC 3-11a
I know that the main message of the Bible is that God freely loves us and chooses to communicate himself and his life to us. (Dei Verbum, 2; Verbum Domini, 6) and I know that this is what the Old Testament means when it speaks of God’s covenant with his chosen people and especially because the New Testament tells us of God’s New Covenant with all people in his Son, Jesus.

I know and understand that the Bible is God’s Word and that God’s Word was passed on by word of mouth before being written down in the books of the Bible.

I know that the Bible is God’s Word in human language and that God and human writers are the authors of the Bible.

I know that the Scriptures are preserved and handed on by the faith of the members of the Church in both written and oral forms ("Traditio") and that the Church has a special place in their interpretation.

I know that God’s Word can be conveyed in different types of writing and I have developed an awareness of literary which gives me a deeper insight into the meaning of the text:

· Narrative e.g. Genesis

· Legal writings e.g. Deuteronomy

· Historical narrative e.g. Kings

· Poetry and song e.g. Psalms

· Wisdom writings e.g. Book of Wisdom

· Prophecy e.g. Isaiah.

I have experienced opportunities to reflect and pray with scriptural texts to foster my understanding of the nature of God and his Covenant, as portrayed through a variety of literary forms in the Bible.

RERC 3-12a
I have explored key Biblical texts to discover ways in which God ‘spoke’ or communicated His will to people in the Old Testament e.g.,

· Abraham (Gen. 12: 1-20)

· Moses (Ex. 3: 2)

· Elijah (1 Kings 19: 9-14)

· Jeremiah (Jer. 1: 1-10).

RERC 3-25a
I have explored one world religion other than Christianity.

I understand what is meant by the term “sense of the sacred”.

I have explored what is sacred in this religion and to the people of this faith.

I know how followers of this faith explain the ways in which there is a “sense of the sacred” in their lives and how this affects their everyday lives.

I have reflected upon and can explain how my knowledge, understanding and respect for the faith of others have developed as a result of studying other world religions.
RERC 3-26a
I have developed my knowledge and understanding of what is important to people of faith and why these things are important. E.g., God, Respect for Human life, Family life, Marriage, Vocation, Prayer.

I can describe the response of a person of faith, from the world religion I have studied, to these moral issues.

I have explored the values which lead followers of this world religion to respond in the way that they do.
RERC 3-26b
I have compared the differences and similarities between my response to these issues and the responses of followers from another world religion.

I can describe my personal response to how this learning affects my understanding of these moral issues.
