I have developed an understanding of the place of Mary in other Christian traditions.

· by researching the feasts associated with Mary in the Scottish Episcopal Church

· by considering how Mary is venerated by Orthodox Christians through the use of Icons.

I know that Mary is honoured particularly in the months of May and October, as well as in Advent, and during the Saturdays of Ordinary Time in the Church’s Liturgical Calendar.

I have experienced opportunities to pray and reflect using scripture passages, hymns and/or prayers and litanies relating to Our Lady, and I can describe my response to some of these.

I have had opportunities within school to prepare for, and to participate in, the celebration of Mass at class, year group or whole school level.

I have had the opportunity to pray and reflect about Christ’s presence in the Mass.

I have responded to the opportunity to pray and reflect using liturgical symbols and rituals.

I have developed a deeper understanding of the liturgical events of Holy Week, and am maturing in my understanding of their significance for myself and others, by exploring:

· the significance of Palm Sunday and the Passion of the Lord

· blessing of palms and procession; participation in the reading of the Passion of Our Lord

· the importance of the Chrism Mass

· the blessing of oils for use throughout the year; re-affirmation of the Priestly commitment

· the significance of events during Holy Thursday

· no morning mass; the prayer of the Church; the Mass of the Lord’s supper; (the washing of feet); the memorial of the institution of the Priesthood and the Eucharist;, the altar of repose; Night prayer – the prayer of the Church

· the importance of liturgical events during Good Friday

· the celebration of the Lord’s Passion is a service not a Mass at 3pm; the prostration of the priest, reading of the Passion, Veneration of the cross, distribution of Holy Communion, the difference in the prayers of intercession, the litany; the reason for a day of fast and abstinence.

I have experienced the opportunity to participate in moments of prayer, reflection and organised liturgies that reflect the seasons of the liturgical year.

I can explain how, through prayer, fasting and almsgiving during Lent and other times, Christians are preparing for the fulfilment of the reign of God
