	RERC 4-01a
I know that Mary, because she was chosen to be the mother of God’s Son, from the first moment of her existence, by a singular privilege of grace and in view of the merits of Jesus the Redeemer, was preserved from original sin and I know that this mystery of faith is called the "Immaculate Conception" in which Mary was redeemed ‘ in a more exalted fashion’ by the merits of her Son (CCC 490-493).
RERC 4-04a
I have had the opportunity to re-examine these key events of revelation from the New Testament and I have considered how this has contributed to my developing understanding of the Mystery of God:

· the Resurrection of Jesus (Mt 28: 1-10)

· Jesus and Peter: Feed My Sheep (Jn. 21: 15-19)

· the Ascension (Acts 1: 6-11)
RERC 4-05a
I know that “God so loved the world that he sent his only son” (Jn 1: 14) who took flesh and lived among us and that this is called the "Incarnation".

I know that in the Incarnation God saved us, reconciled us and made us his adopted children.

By exploring John 1: 1-3, 8: 23, 17: 5 and Colossians 1: 16, I have deepened my understanding that Jesus Christ, true God and true Man, has always existed.
I can describe how my own personal knowledge and understanding of Jesus has matured.

I have responded to opportunities to participate in prayer and reflection to deepen this understanding and to develop a personal relationship with Jesus as God and Saviour.

RERC 4-06a
I have started to consider ways in which Jesus did not meet the expectation of the Jewish people for the Messiah and so was rejected. In the light of this, I have reviewed my understanding of the extent to which Jesus fulfilled Messianic expectation.

· the arrest in the garden of Gethsemane (Mt 26: 36-44)

· his trial by the religious leaders (Mt 26: 57-67)

· his trial by the political leaders (Mt 27: 11-26)

· the betrayal and denial of his disciples (Mt 26: 47-50, 69-75).

I have compared and contrasted Old and New Testament writings to deepen my understanding of how, even in his rejection, Jesus fulfils Scripture expectation of the Messiah.

· his suffering (The sufferings and hope of the virtuous man - Psalm 22; the death of Jesus - Mark 15: 34)

· his rejection (Fourth Song of the Servant of the Lord - Isaiah 53: 3; Jesus is condemned to death - John 19: 14-15).

I have experienced opportunities to reflect on all that I have learned regarding the Jewish expectation of the Messiah and I can evaluate whether or not Jesus fulfilled this expectation.

I have considered what impact my understanding of Jesus as Messiah has on my everyday life.
RERC 4-07a
I have explored the events surrounding the Death and Resurrection of Jesus in light of the Christian understanding of his divinity, humanity, redemption and salvation.

I am able to explain how the Passion, Death and Resurrection of Jesus are significant to Christians today

I have explored the key events of the Resurrection of Jesus:

· His empty tomb

· His physical Resurrection

· His post-Resurrection appearances:

· at the tomb

· when Thomas was present

· the road to Emmaus

· eating with his disciples

· ‘Feed my sheep’ (Jn 21:15 )

· His Ascension and the promise of the Spirit.

I have explored how the celebration of the Eucharist is central to our understanding of the Death and Resurrection of Jesus and how the Paschal Mystery is central to our lives.

I have had the opportunity to develop and participate in prayer / reflection and I can prepare liturgy to express in word and action a maturing belief in Jesus.
RERC 4-11a
I have investigated, initially by exploring Scripture, how the Apostles responded to the life and teaching of Jesus, and how the early Church was sustained by their teaching, example and practice: (Dei Verbum, 8)

· the role of the Apostles as leaders as continued through ‘Sacred Tradition’ and ‘Apostolic Succession’

· the life, preaching and death of an Apostle

· the development of the Church’s doctrines and statements of belief (e.g., early Councils; Nicene Creed).
RERC 4-18a
I can describe my response to my understanding of the central importance of Easter within the liturgical year:

· the importance of Christ’s Paschal Mystery (CCC 1168-71)

· signs, symbols and uniqueness of the Easter vigil

· the significance of the new life of Easter for Christians.


	Experiences and Outcomes:

	Mystery of God RERC 4-01a
I consider the Catholic belief that the human nature of every person is fundamentally open to God, who calls each person to relationship and fullness of life. I can describe how this affects our awareness of the importance and the presence of God in our daily lives.
Revealed Truth of God RERC 4-04a
I have examined key events in the New Testament where God is revealed as Father, Son and Holy Spirit. I have considered how this affects my understanding of the nature of God.
