	RERC 4-01a
Having learned that each human person is created by God, is endowed by God with talents and is called to relationship with God, I am exploring what it means to be created ‘open’ to God, in particular by considering the following scripture passages:

· Adam and Eve (Gen. 3)

· The Rich Young Man (Lk. 18: 18- 29)

· The story of Jonah (Jonah 1-4).

I am deepening my understanding that, despite this innate openness to God, all people are implicated in Adam's sin, as St. Paul affirms in Romans 5: 19: "By one man's disobedience many were made sinners" (CCC 402).

I also understand that Adam and Eve transmitted to their descendants a human nature wounded by their own first sin which deprived all of original holiness and justice and that this deprivation is called ‘Original Sin’ (CCC 417).

I know that, through the cleansing waters of Baptism, Original Sin is taken away and sin is forgiven.

I have reflected upon how these examples can help me to become more aware of the presence of God in my daily life.

I have experienced opportunities to participate in prayer and reflection which allow me to consider how I am open to the presence of God in my daily life.

I am growing in my awareness of the need to make time for prayer in order to experience the presence of God in my daily life.
RERC 4-02a
I know that it is through Christ, Redeemer and Saviour, that the divine image has been restored to humankind by the grace of God. (CCC 1701)

I know the Christian belief that human life is sacred because it was created by God and finds fulfilment with God in eternal life (CCC 163).

I can describe how life’s journey towards fulfilment with God in eternal life can be influenced by how we understand key events within life.

· human conception and development (body, mind and soul)

· family and relationships

· death, bereavement and the afterlife

· past events of significance in my life

· my faith journey through the sacraments and participation in a community of faith (family, school, parish).

I can make a personal response to one or more scriptural illustrations of life as a journey originating in God, accompanied by him, destined for eternal life and leading to fulfilment in him.

· Naked I came from my mother’s womb, naked I shall return (Job 1: 21; 2-10)

· Before I formed you in the womb. . . (Psalm 139:13)

· He guides me along the right path . . . in the Lord’s own house shall I dwell (Psalm 23: 3 & 6)

· To you a thousand years a single day. . . (Psalm 90: 4)

· you will find rest (Jer. 6: 16)

· Lord, You are in our midst (Jer. 14: 9)

· we shall see him as he really is… (1 Jn. 3: 1-2)

· You are sure of the end to which your faith looks forward. . . (1 Pet. 1: 8-9)

· You will be granted admittance into the eternal Kingdom . . . (2 Pet. 1: 11)

· No eye has seen, no ear heard . . . all that God has prepared for those who love Him. (1 Cor. 2: 9)

· It will never be night again. . . .(Rev. 22: 5)

· For there is no eternal city for us in this life but we look for one in the life to come. (Hebrews 13: 14).

RERC 4-04a
I have had the opportunity to re-examine these key events of revelation from the New Testament and I have considered how this has contributed to my developing understanding of the Mystery of God:

· the Resurrection of Jesus (Mt 28: 1-10)

· Jesus and Peter: Feed My Sheep (Jn. 21: 15-19)

· the Ascension (Acts 1: 6-11)

I know that Sacred Tradition and Sacred Scripture make up a single sacred deposit of the Word of God which is preserved in and by the teaching of the Church (Magisterium).

RERC 4-05a
I have considered why God became man, in the Incarnation, and the need for Salvation by exploring:

Creation and the Fall

· the creation of the world and God’s unique relationship with humanity (Gen. 1: 1 - 2: 25) 
· the need for Salvation because of the Fall (Gen. 3: 1-24).

Covenant events

Despite humanity’s inability to maintain promises to him, God continues to reach out through revelation and, in particular, through the covenants to guide and teach people how to live.

· Noahic covenant (Gen. 9: 1-17) where human governance as a way of limiting sin is introduced

· God’s relationship with Abraham and his promise of prosperity, promise of a great nation and promise of God’s blessing to the entire world (Gen. 12: 1-4; 13: 14-17; 15: 1-18; 17: 1-8)

· Mosaic covenant: In the formal declaration of the covenant (Ex.19: 5, 6) God assures the Israelites that he would do three things if they would obey Him:

1. He would make them a cherished possession of his own

2. He would make them a kingdom of priests to mediate God's blessings to the Gentile nations

3. He would make them a "holy nation" if they would obey him

The New Covenant

· The Fall and human inability to keep the covenant agreements
· God became man

· Sermon on The Mount and the ‘New Law’ (CCC 1965 – 1972).

RERC 4-11a
I know what is meant by the term ‘Sacred Tradition’ and I understand its relationship to God’s revelation.

I understand that, as the Sacred Scriptures are a product of the Tradition of the Faith of the Church, the Church herself is the authoritative interpreter of the Sacred Scriptures through the Magisterium. (Dei Verbum, 9 & 10)

I am beginning to develop my knowledge that Sacred Tradition is authoritative and has shaped faith knowledge & practice.
RERC 4-12a
Using Scripture I have explored, and can explain in my own words, how God ‘spoke’ to people in the past.

· I can summarise a Scripture passage.

· I can identify the message, instruction or call from God.

· I have researched the context and the author.

· I can describe the impact of the story.

· I can explain my response to the passage.
RERC 4-13a
I know that it is instructive for Christians to understand the background to St. Matthew’s Gospel.

I know and understand that some current scholars suggest:

· that Matthew wrote his Gospel for Christians who had converted from Judaism

· that the main theme of his Gospel is that Jesus is the promised Messiah who has established the kingdom of God (usually referred to in Matthew as “the kingdom of heaven”).

I am able to explain how the New Testament is instructive for contemporary Christians.
RERC 4-14a
I recognise that, at times, I may feel that my prayers are not being answered but I know that I cannot determine how God should respond to my prayer.

I know that:

· God always hears my prayer

· that prayer helps me to understand and accept God’s purposes for me

· that prayer is an expression of hope

· that true prayer is not superficial or selfish.
RERC 4-21a
By exploring Mt. 25: 31-46, I have developed my understanding of the consequences of my actions for myself and others and I understand the Church’s teaching on indulgences, suffrage, purgatory and the four ‘last things’ - death, judgement, heaven and hell. (CCC 1020-1041)
REC 4-25bI have compared and contrasted my own beliefs on human nature and destiny, the problem of evil and suffering and life after death with the beliefs of the followers from another world religion.



	Experiences and Outcomes:

	Mystery of God RERC 4-01a
I consider the Catholic belief that the human nature of every person is fundamentally open to God, who calls each person to relationship and fullness of life. I can describe how this affects our awareness of the importance and the presence of God in our daily lives.
In the Image of God RERC 4-02a
I can describe how the Christian vision of the human person has affected our understanding of the experience of life as a journey towards fulfilment in God. I have reflected on and can describe my sense of vocation in life.
Revealed Truth of God RERC 4-04a
I have examined key events in the New Testament where God is revealed as Father, Son and Holy Spirit. I have considered how this affects my understanding of the nature of God.

Word of God RERC 4-13a
I know that a good background understanding of the New Testament is important for living as a Christian today.
Hours of God RERC 4-14a
I recognise the importance of personal prayer and communal prayer in the growth of all people’s relationship with God. I know a number of traditional Catholic prayers and I have developed an understanding of the meaning of these prayers. I have participated in different approaches to, and experiences of, prayer. I can describe how prayer is an important part of the liturgical and

devotional life of the Church. I have reflected on how all of these are different ways of worshipping God.
Reign of God RERC 4-21a
I have experienced what it means to be wise and compassionate. I can describe how these experiences have affected my understanding of my value as a person, my awareness of the needs of others and my willingness to contribute to the service of the common good.
Other World Religions REC 4-25b
I can confidently express my own beliefs on these issues.
