	Son of God

RERC 1‐06a 
I have examined some political, social, historical and religious elements in first‐century Palestine and gained an understanding of Jesus' life on earth.
	I know that Jesus was brought up by Mary and Joseph in Nazareth (Luke 2: 39‐40) and that they are known as the Holy Family.

I know that Jesus had an ordinary Jewish upbringing surrounded by neighbours, cousins and friends.

I can recognise that Jesus was Jewish and that He went to the synagogue, a holy building, to pray (Luke 4: 16‐22).

I know that, on a Sunday we go to pray in a holy building which is called a church.

I know that, as a boy, Jesus went to Jerusalem with His family to celebrate religious festivals. (Luke 2: 41‐50) and that we also celebrate religious festivals with our families, such as Christmas and Easter.


	Class: -Teacher reads from the bible Luke 2: 39‐40 and discusses with the children that Jesus was brought up by Mary and Joseph in Nazareth and that they are known as the Holy Family.  Children colour in a picture of the Holy Family.
Class: -Teacher discusses with the children that Jesus lived in a house in Nazareth with Mary and Joseph.  He also had living near him - aunts, uncles, cousins, friends and neighbours.  Joseph was a carpenter and Jesus would sometimes help him in his workshop. Discuss with the children how their family life compares to the child Jesus.  Do they live near relations?  Do they have neighbours?  Do they have friends who live near them?  Do they like to help their parents?   Children complete Jesus as a Child Worksheet by writing about what Jesus is doing in the picture. 
Class: - Teacher reads from the bible Luke 4: 16‐22 and explains to the children that Jesus was Jewish and went to a holy building called a synagogue to pray.   Teacher discusses the passage with the children.  Why did Jesus go to the synagogue?  What did he do there?  Do you know what a scroll is? Why were the people in the synagogue impressed with Jesus?  Do you think Jesus was clever?  Children complete Jesus Visits the Synagogue Worksheet.
Alternatively, children might share a task of making ‘scrolls’ (using a length of paper with dowling rods glued on at each end). On the scroll they might write the words of the Isaiah text Jesus read (“The Spirit of the Lord…”). Teacher helps children explore that the Holy Spirit helps them too since they were anointed at Baptism (See RERC1-09a and 1-10a)
Class: - Teacher discusses with the children that on a Sunday we go to pray in a holy building called a church to celebrate Mass.  Teacher discusses with the children their local parish church and the names of the priests.  Children complete We go to Mass on Sunday Worksheet
Class: - Teacher reads from the bible Luke 2: 41‐50 and explains that, as a young boy of twelve, Jesus went to Jerusalem with His family to celebrate a religious festival called the Passover.   What happened when the festival was over?  Why did Mary and Joseph set off without Jesus?  Where was Jesus?  Who was he talking to?  What did Mary say to Jesus when she found him?  What did Jesus say to Mary?
Teacher discusses with the children the religious festivals they have celebrated with their families e.g. Christmas and Easter.  Children complete Religious Festivals Worksheet.

I know that the Mass is at the heart of Catholic community life and I am developing an understanding of how to participate fully in this celebration.
(See also “Signs of God” RERC 1-08a
I know that through the Community of the Church, people can experience God’s love and care and I have reflected on how this community celebrates together.)

RERC 1‐17a 
I have, through liturgical experiences, reflected on an ability to respond to symbols and take part in rituals in order to worship God.
	I know that, all over the world, Mass is celebrated by the priest and people on Sunday and, very often, during the week.

I know that Catholics have a duty to attend Sunday Mass each week to show love and respect for Jesus and to help us to follow in his ways.

(I recognise that we are all members of God’s family and, just as we celebrate special events with our families, we gather to celebrate special occasions with our Parish family, e.g. Sunday Mass, baptisms, weddings, funerals.)
I know how to process into the Church and genuflect before entering or leaving my seat.

I am becoming familiar with the responses at Mass by learning about the Introductory Rite, and I can recognize that this is God’s invitation to gather and pray.

I have participated in opportunities to celebrate liturgy as part of my class, my school and my parish.

From my own experience I know that, when a candle is lit during prayer, this is a reminder that Jesus is present.

From my own experience I know that, on entering a Catholic Church, I use water from the holy water font to bless myself.

I have visited my local Catholic Church and I can identify: the altar, holy water font, the tabernacle, Paschal Candle and the sanctuary lamp.


	Class: - Teacher discusses with the children the concept of participating in a celebration.  What were you celebrating?  Who was invited to the celebration?  Was it a happy occasion?  What did you eat or drink?  Teacher explains that Mass is a celebration and we are invited every Sunday to Mass when it is celebrated by the priest in our Church.*  All over the world people attend Mass on Sunday because as Catholics it is our duty to do so.  Teacher discusses with the children if they have ever attended Mass in a different country when they were on holiday and how it was similar to Mass in their local Church.  Teacher discusses the order of a Mass with the children – Entrance Procession, Gospel, Bidding Prayers, and Hymns etc.  Teacher explains to the children that we go to Mass on Sunday to show love and respect for Jesus and to help us to follow in his ways.    Teacher explains that sometimes we go to Mass during the week and the priest can also come to school to celebrate Mass.  Teacher discusses with the children that whenever and wherever we gather to celebrate Mass we are showing love and respect to Jesus.  Children complete We go to Mass on Sunday Worksheet.
Class: - The children have already been taught how to genuflect (see Advent and Christmatide Planner).  Teacher revises how to genuflect and reminds the children how to respectfully process into a church and genuflect before entering or leaving their seat.  The children will be given the opportunity to process and genuflect when they visit the Church later on in the month.
Class: - Teacher discusses with the children how you would invite someone to a celebration – card, phone call, text etc.  Teacher explains that at Mass the priest speaks to us at the beginning of Mass and invites us to gather and pray.  Teacher reads over to the children the Introductory Rite of the Mass and the children are taught to fully participate by becoming familiar with the responses.  Introductory Rite of the Mass is attached to the planner.

Class, School, Parish: - The children will be given regular opportunities at class prayer times, school assemblies, prayer services, Masses, visits from school chaplain, etc. to celebrate liturgy, respond to symbols and take part in rituals in order to worship God. 
Class: - Teacher discusses with the children where they have seen candles and how they were used e.g. birthdays, dinner tables, Christmas, in Church.  Teacher explains to the children that when a candle is lit during prayer, it reminds us that Jesus is present.  Teacher gathers the children round the class altar, lights the candle and the children pray together.  Children complete The Candle Worksheet.  
Health and Safety Warning:  In order to minimise the risk of fire, candles should never be left unattended.  Battery operated candles are advised.  
Class: - Teacher explains to the children that on entering a Catholic Church we use water from the holy water font to bless ourselves.  The holy water font is located in the entrance of the Church usually on the wall or on a stand.   Holy water is water that has been blessed by a priest and is used during baptism and other special blessings.   As a reminder of baptism, Catholics dip their fingers in the holy water and make the sign of the cross when entering the church.  Teacher revises how to make the sign of the cross with the children.  Teacher brings in a container of water and allows the children to practice blessing themselves with water.  They will be given the opportunity to bless themselves with holy water when they visit the Church.   Children complete The Sign of the Cross Worksheet.
 Class: - Teacher explains to the children that they will soon be visiting their local Church where we go to Mass on Sunday.  Teacher discusses with the children what the Church looks like inside and asks them to name parts of the Church. e.g. altar, pews, candles, stations of the cross.
Teacher explains to the class that when they visit the Church they will be looking for the following:

· The Altar - The altar is the holiest part of the church and it’s the focal point for worshippers. Located in a sacred place called the chancel, it is used to hold and prepare the bread and wine taken in communion. The Altar is covered with a cloth.  
· Holy Water Font - The font is a stone container that holds the water used by the priest to baptise someone. A person becomes part of the church when they get baptised as it shows to others that they want to follow Jesus.  
· The Tabernacle - A case on the altar of a church that contains the consecrated host and wine for the Eucharist (Note: the Tabernacle may well be covered with a coloured veil reflecting the liturgical season or feast day. Teacher revises liturgical colours if appropriate –see RERC 1-18a)
· Paschal Candle - The Paschal candle is a large, white candle at the front of the Church often placed near the Altar or Baptismal Font.   A new Paschal candle is blessed and lit every year at Easter, and is used throughout the Paschal season which is during Easter and then throughout the year on special occasions. (Note: As this learning is taking place outside of the Easter season, the Paschal Candle may not be evident in the Church.  Arrange with the priest to have it placed where the childen can see it –e.g. beside the Baptismal Font where it would be used outside of Eastertide)
· The Sanctuary Lamp – The sanctuary lamp is placed near the tabernacle and is continually lit.  Sanctuary lamps are often coloured red to distinguish them from other candles in the Church.
Children complete Inside the Church Worksheet.
Parish: - Teacher arranges with the Parish Priest for the children to visit their local Church to identify the altar, holy water font, the tabernacle, Paschal Candle and the sanctuary lamp.

	Class: - Teacher continues to pray the following prayers with the children

· Grace before and after Meals (Veritas)

· Act of Sorrow (Veritas)

· Simple Mass Responses

Class: - During class prayer times, the teacher gives the children opportunities to contribute to prayers of thanksgiving to God for the good things in their life and world.  Teacher can record these on the whiteboard and children can write the prayers on paper and decorate them.  
Class: - Children are encouraged to sit quietly during prayer times praying to God in their heart – talking and listening to God.
Class: - The teacher encourages the children to use gestures and movements as types of prayer (e.g. kneeling, clapping, raising arms, genuflecting, and bowing).
Parish: - The children can participate in a simple prayer service led by the school chaplain when they visit their local Church.
