I am familiar with the Easter story and I understand that God raised Jesus from the dead to be with us.

Hours of God

RERC 0‐16a 
I can share that Sunday is a special day when the Catholic Christian community meets to celebrate Mass.

	I know that Jesus died and was buried in a tomb on Good Friday.

I know that Sunday is the most important day of the week for Christians.
I am learning that, on Sundays, Catholics have a duty to go to Mass to thank God for His love for us.
I can participate at Mass by being still, listening and praying with others.


	Class: Teacher explains to the class that Jesus had a special meal with his twelve friends called the apostles and he looked very sad.  Jesus told the apostles that he would have to go away the next day to be with his Father in Heaven.  The apostles felt very sad but Jesus took bread and wine, blessed it and shared it with the apostles.  Jesus asked his friends to remember him every time they shared bread and wine. Teacher tells the children that this special meal is called the ‘Last Supper’ because it was the last meal Jesus had with his friends before he had to leave them.  Teacher discusses with the class the events of the last supper.  Why was Jesus feeling sad?  Why did the apostles feel sad?  Have you ever felt sad when someone you liked was leaving and you would not see them for a long time?   Would you have felt sad that Jesus was going away?  What did Jesus tell the apostles to do to remember him?  Do you think the apostles were glad that Jesus left them something to remember him? 
Class: Children complete ‘Last Supper ‘page of their Lent & Easter Workbook (attached to planner).
Class: Teacher explains to the children that Jesus was a good man but some people did not like him and he was arrested by soldiers.  Jesus was made to wear a crown of thorns and to carry his cross up a hill. Teacher discusses with the class how Jesus felt.  Why do you think some people did not like Jesus?  Do you think the cross was heavy?  Do you think he liked wearing the 
crown of thorns?   Have you ever had to carry something heavy? How do feel when you walk up a hill?  How do you think Jesus felt?  Was he angry?  Did he feel sad?
Class: Children complete ‘Jesus Carries His Cross’ page of their Lent & Easter Workbook (attached to planner).

Class: Teacher explains to the class that when Jesus reached the top of the hill he was nailed to his cross.  From the cross Jesus spoke to God asking him to forgive the bad people.  Some hours later Jesus died.  The day that this happened is called Good Friday.  Teacher discusses with the children Jesus being put to death on the cross.  What special thing did Jesus say before he died?  Have you ever forgiven someone for doing something bad to you?  How do you think the friends of Jesus felt when he died?  Are you sad that Jesus died?  Can you remember what the day Jesus died is called?
Class: Children complete ‘Jesus Died on the Cross’ page of their Lent & Easter Workbook (attached to planner).

Class: Teacher explains to the children that later on Good Friday the friends of Jesus took his body down and laid it in a tomb.  It was getting late and so they rolled a stone in front of the entrance of the tomb and went home. They were very sad because Jesus was no longer with them.  Teacher discusses with the children.  Do you know anyone who has died? Were you sad?  Was anyone else sad?  Do you think the friends of Jesus were sad when he died?  Do you think they missed their friend Jesus?
Class: Children complete ‘The Body of Jesus is Laid in a Tomb’ page of their Lent & Easter Workbook (attached to planner).

KEY VOCABULARY: the Last Supper, died on the cross
Class: Teacher discusses with the class why Sunday is special day of the week.  Do you come to school on a Sunday?  Do your parents go to work on Sunday?  Do you ever visit your relations on a Sunday?  Do you have a nice dinner on a Sunday?   What happens at church on a Sunday?   Children are encouraged to tell the class why Sunday is a special day for them.    Teacher explains to the children that people who follow Christ are called Christians and Sunday is the most important day of the week. 
Home: Children take home to complete ‘Sunday is a Special Day’ worksheet (attached to planner).
Teacher explains to the children that Catholics have a duty to go mass on Sunday to thank God for his love for us.  What Church do you go to on Sunday?  Do you know the name of the priest?  What does the priest wear?  Where do you sit?  What prayers do you say? What hymns do you sing?  Do you thank God for giving you a family?  Do you thank God for giving you friends?  Do you thank God for giving you a beautiful world?  Do you thank God for His love for us?

Class: Children complete ‘I Go to Mass on Sunday’ worksheet (attached to planner).
Class: Teacher discusses with class how they can participate at Mass. How do you show the priest you are listening to him?  How do you sit in Mass?  What do you do when you are praying?  Teacher emphasises that at mass you should sit quietly, listen carefully and join in with the prayers that you know and listen and try to learn the responses.

Class: Children will complete ‘Behaviour at Mass’ worksheet (attached to planner).

	I have been given opportunities to celebrate liturgy as part of my class, my school and my parish.

I know that Easter is an important time for all Christians and I can participate in appropriate prayer services in school.


	School: Children are given the opportunity to celebrate liturgy by participating in Lenten Services and Mass in school as part of a school community e.g. School Prayer Services, Ash Wednesday and Stations of the Cross.
Parish: Children should be given the opportunity to celebrate liturgy by participating in Lenten Services and Mass in their Church as part of a parish community e.g. Ash Wednesday Stations of the Cross and Mass.
KEY VOCABULARY: liturgy
Class: Teacher discusses with the class important times in the year when we celebrate as part of the Christian Community.   The children will be aware of Christmas as a special time for Christians because we are celebrating the birth of baby Jesus.    Teacher explains that Easter is also a special time of year for Christians.  Can they remember the story in their Lent & Easter workbook of how Jesus died on the cross and was buried in a tomb?  Some of the friends of Jesus returned to the tomb on Easter Morning and found the stone rolled away and the tomb empty.   An angel told them that Jesus was alive again.  The friends ran off to tell everyone the good news that Jesus had risen from the dead.
Class: Children complete ‘He Has Risen’ page of their Lent & Easter Workbook (attached to planner).

Class: Children participate in Easter services in school.

	I can name the people in my family who love me and to whom I show love.

I am beginning to understand that God loves everybody and wants me to show love to others.
I can show love by being kind and respectful to my friends and family.

I have experiences opportunities to listen to listen to and share my responses to stories that reflect the Christian values of friendship, caring and love that God shows His people.
With the help of my teacher, I can identify times when these values have been shown in my playground, home and classroom interactions.

I know that, when I demonstrate these Christian values of friendship, caring and kindness, I am living as God wants me to live. 

	Class: Teacher reminds the children that they all belong to a family who loves them and to whom they show love.  Teacher discusses with the children different members of their family and how they show love to each other.  Do you share your sweets with your brothers and sisters?  Do you look after your younger brothers and sisters?   Do you help tidy up?  Do you tell your family you love them? 
Class: Children complete ‘I Show My Family I Love Them’ worksheet (attached to planner).
Class: Teacher reminds the children that God loves everybody and wants us to show love to others.  Teacher explains that we can show love to others by being kind and respectful to our friends and family.  Teacher then explains that if you respect someone you listen to what they are telling you and do not argue with them. Do you always listen to your teacher?  Do you always listen to your parents   Are you ever cheeky to your parents?  

Are you always kind to your friends?  Are you always kind to your family?

Class: Children paint pictures of themselves being kind and/or respectful to their family and friends.

KEY VOCABULARY: Family, love, respect, friends

Class: Teacher explains to the class that the forty days before Easter is called Lent.  Teacher places the purple Altar cloth on the class altar.  Teacher explains that during Lent we get ready for Easter and try very hard to follow the ways of Jesus.  Teacher explains to the class that Jesus loved everybody and even showed friendship to people who had done wrong.  Remind the children of the Christian values of friendship, caring and love.  During Lent we must try very hard in class, in the playground and at home to live as Jesus wants us to live.  Teacher discusses with the children different ways they could demonstrate in their daily lives the Christian values of friendship, caring and love e.g. asking someone without a friend to play with them, sharing their toys, looking after someone who is not feeling well at playtime.

Class: The class will be involved in making a Lenten Promise Tree for their classroom.  Each child will write their name on a paper leaf stating what they promise to do during Lent e.g. John promises to show love, Anne promises to show friendship.  The teacher will cut out a large tree from cardboard or paper.  The children can help to paint the tree. At prayer time, each child will place their leaf on the tree announcing to the class what promise they are making during Lent.  They will be reminded of their promises as Lent progresses.  Templates are attached for the tree and leaves.  An image of a Lenten Promise Tree is also attached.

I am familiar with the Easter story and I understand that God raised Jesus from the dead to be with us

	I know that God raised Him from the dead on Easter Sunday and that He is now with us always (Mark 16: 1‐6).

I can reflect on the joy and wonder that Jesus’ friends felt when they discovered that He was risen.


	Class: Teacher distributes to the class their Easter Workbooks and together they read the Easter Story.  Teacher reads from the bible to the class the story of the resurrection Mark 16: 1‐6.
Do you think the friends of Jesus were happy to hear that Jesus was not dead any more?  Do you think this was good news for them?  Did you ever get good news?  Can you remember what the good news was about?  How did you feel when you got the good news? Teacher explains to the class that Easter is a happy time when we celebrate that Jesus rose from the dead and is now with us always.
Class: Children complete ‘On Easter Sunday’ worksheet (attached to planner). 
Home: Children make an Easter card to take home to celebrate with their family that Jesus has risen and is now with us always.
There are templates for two Easter cards attached to the planner.  Children can use tissue paper to decorate the card.
