	In the image of God

RERC 1‐02a I know that a loving God has created me and that my uniqueness can develop according to God's plan for me.

	I know that God has created me in His image (Genesis 1: 26‐27), that He loves me and His love for me will never come to an end.
I know that one of the gifts God gives us is the gift of choice, called “free will,” and that this is a sign of his love. 
I know that sometimes we choose to respond to God’s love, and when we do we become more like Jesus, e.g. loving, compassionate, merciful. 
I understand that we  can pray to God to help us to make good choices.
I know that just as Jesus and others forgive me, I am called to forgive others even when this is difficult.  I know that we remember this when we pray the Our Father.

	As this is a time leading to the celebration of First Reconciliation the ‘take home’ workbooks should be undertaken to compliment the work of the class.

Class: Teacher reads Genesis 1: 26‐27 to the class and reminds the children that God created them in His image and his love for them will never come to an end.  Teacher reminds the children that God has given us many gifts and one of these gifts is the gift of choice called free will and that this gift is a sign of his love.   Sometimes we choose to respond to God’s love and we become more like him.  Do you always make good choices?  Why is it sometimes hard to make good choices?  Would you like help in making good choices?  Teacher explains to the class that we can pray to God and ask him to help us to make good choices.  Teacher leads the class in prayer asking God to help them make good choices.

Home: Children complete Home Session 1 of First Reconciliation Family Workbook.
Class: Teacher reminds the children that just as Jesus forgives others, we are called to follow his example and forgive others too. Sometimes this can be difficult but we must try hard to be more like Jesus.  Every time we pray the Our father we are asking for help to forgive others.  Teacher leads the children in praying the Our Father.
Class: Children complete ‘Our Father’ worksheet (attached to planner).

RERC 1‐03a I am exploring God's relationship with others and I have reflected on how people's faith has helped them in difficult times.


	I recognise that God wants to communicate His love to me and that I can share this love with everyone I meet each day.
I know that God’s love and forgiveness can heal me when I make choices that are selfish or  lack love.
I have been given some opportunities to reflect prayerfully on the way in which God has communicated with me, through other people, through creation and through the wonder of my being.
I can explore the parable of the Loving Father and the Two Sons 
(Luke 15: 11‐32), and I can 
recognise that God communicates his healing love and forgiveness, when people make selfish choices or show a lack of love in what they say or do.
I know that God helped Joseph in difficult times when God’s angel spoke to him in a dream and helped him make good choices: (Matthew 1: 18‐25 – Joseph’s dream);

(Matthew 2: 13‐15 – the flight into Egypt).

	Class: Teacher reminds the children that God wants us all to know that He loves us very much.   He wants us to share this love with everyone we meet each day.  How to you know God loves you?  Is it a good feeling to know that God loves you?  How can you share this love with your family?  How can you share this love with your friends?  How can you share this love in school?

Class: Children complete ‘Sharing God’s Love’ worksheet (attached to planner).
Class: Teacher discusses with the children times when they have made bad choices.  Have you ever made a bad choice?  What did you do?  How did the other person feel?  How did you feel?  Did you feel sorry?  Did you say sorry?  Teacher explains to the class that when we make bad choices that are selfish or do not show love to others we know that God’s love and forgiveness will heal us and make us feel better about ourselves.  Teacher leads a prayer time asking God’s forgiveness for all the times we made bad choices and to help us make good choices in the future.

Home: Children complete Home Session 2 of First Reconciliation Family Workbook.
Class: Teacher discusses all the wonderful things God has created because he loves us e.g. animals, flowers, fish.  The teacher explains that the most wonderful creation of all is that God has given us family, friends, neighbours etc.  He has also given us lots of talents that we can use to help other people.  How can we say thank you to God for these gifts?  Teacher explains to the children that we are going to write a prayer of thanks to God.  Children write a prayer of thanks on the ‘Thank You God’ worksheet (attached to planner).  Teacher teaches the children the hymn Thank You for Giving Me The Morning (words attached to planner).
Class: Teacher reads the parable of The Loving Father and the Two Sons (Luke 15: 11‐32) to the class.  Teacher discusses the parable with the children. Do you think the son made a good choice?  
How did he feel when things started to go wrong for him?  What did he decide to do?  How did the father react when he saw him return?  How did the elder son feel about his father having a feast?  What did the father say to the elder son?  Teacher explains that God is just like the father in the story and welcomes back those who have made bad choices.

Class: Children complete ‘The Loving Father ‘worksheet (attached to planner).
Home: Children complete Home Session 3 of First Reconciliation Family Workbook.
Class: Teacher asks the class if they have ever found it difficult to make

a good choice?  Why was it difficult?  What did you decide to do?  Do you think you made the correct decision?  Would you have liked help in making a good choice?   Teacher explains to the class that God helped Saint Joseph to make a good choice.  Teacher reads Matthew 1: 18‐25 to the children and then discusses how an angel spoke to Joseph in a dream.
What difficult decision did Joseph have to make?   What did the angel of the Lord say to him?  What did Joseph decide to do when he woke up? 

Do you think Joseph made a good choice?  

Class: Children complete ‘Joseph’s Dream’ worksheet (attached to planner).

Class: Teacher explains that an angel of the Lord spoke to Joseph in a dream again.   Joseph did not know that baby Jesus was in danger and that Herod wanted to kill baby Jesus.  Teacher reads Matthew 2: 13‐15 to the class and discusses the angel of the Lord’s message.  What did the angel of the Lord say to Joseph?   What did Joseph do?  Do you think Joseph made a good choice?  Do you think Joseph was glad that the angel of the Lord spoke to him?  What would have happened if Joseph had not made the right choice?   

Class: Children complete ‘Flight Into Egypt’ worksheet (attached to planner).

Home: Children complete Home Session 4 of First Reconciliation Family Workbook.

RERC 1‐06b I have examined the role of Jesus as a teacher and a healer and I have reflected on how His words and actions influence my own life and the lives of others.


	I can hear, read and recall that Jesus taught his followers through the stories he told and that we call these stories parables:
· the Lost Sheep (Luke 15: 1‐7)

· the Lost Coin (Luke 15: 8‐10)

· the Lost Son (Luke 15: 11‐31).


	Class: Teacher explains to the class that Jesus was a great teacher and when he was teaching Jesus used to tell wonderful stories called parables.  These parables help us to understand his message about the love of God Our Father and how we can share in His love.  Teacher reminds the children about the story of the Loving Father and explains that this story is a parable and is sometimes called the Lost Son.   Why do you think the story is sometimes called the Lost Son?  What does the father in the story do?  What does Jesus want to teach us about the love of God Our Father? Below are three You Tube clips which retell the story in Lego.

*If you are feeling ambitious you could recreate your own Lego Parable using One Stop Animation or take photographs of each scene set up by the children and use them to create a PowerPoint. The story could be retold by adding text or by recording the voices of the children and uploading to the PowerPoint using an MP3 recording device.  

Teacher reads the parable of the Lost Sheep (Luke 15: 1‐7) to the class and discusses the parable with them.  What is the parable about?  How many sheep are there?  How many sheep are lost?  What does the shepherd do?  How does he feel when he finds the lost sheep?  What does the parable tell us about God Our Father?

Class: Children are each given a template of a sheep (attached to planner).   Children cut out template and cover with cotton wool.  Children are given paper to make name plates for the sheep.  Children write their own name on the name plate.  Teacher makes wall display with the sheep and adds hills, trees, bushes etc.  Each day the teacher hides one of the sheep behind a tree or bush and the children have to work out who is lost.  When the sheep is found they all say, “I am so happy I found my lost sheep.  Let us celebrate!”
Class: Teacher explains to the class that they are going to listen to another parable that Jesus used when he was teaching.  This parable is about a Lost Coin.

Teacher asks the children if they have ever lost something and searched high and low until they have found it.  What did you lose?   Where did you look for it?  Where did you find it?  Were you pleased when you found it?  Teacher reads Luke 15: 8‐10 and asks the children what Jesus was trying to teach us when he told this parable.  What did the woman do to try and find the coin?  What does she do when she finds the coin?  How does God feel when a sinner returns to him?  What kind of father is God Our father?

Class: Children complete ‘The Lost Coin’ worksheet (attached to planner).

Home: Children complete Home Session 5 of First Reconciliation Family Workbook.

RERC 1‐11a

I can share some Bible stories and I can explore how God speaks to us through these stories. I have reflected on how these stories can help me to live a Christian life.

	I can hear, read and recount these stories of reconciliation and forgiveness in the Old Testament  and I understand

that God calls me to forgive and be forgiven in my own life:
· the story of Joseph and his brothers(Genesis 37‐45 ‐ specifically Genesis 45: 14‐15)
· Naaman is healed 

(2 Kings 5)
I can hear, read and recount these stories of reconciliation and forgiveness in the New Testament and I understand that God calls me to forgive and to be forgiven in my own life.

· Parable of the Loving Father and the Two Sons (Luke 15: 11‐32)
· Zacchaeus ( Luke 19:1-10)
· Lost Sheep (Luke 15:4-7)

	Class: Teacher shows the children the class bible and explains that the bible is divided into two sections – the Old Testament and the New Testament.  The teacher explains that the Old Testament has stories written before Jesus was born and the New Testament has stories about Jesus that were written after Jesus had died.  Teacher explains that they are going to listen to a story from the Old Testament about a boy called Joseph who had lots of brothers.  Joseph was his father’s favourite son and his brothers were jealous of him.  They sold him as a slave and told his father he had been killed by a wild beast.  His father mourned him and missed him very much.   As time went on Joseph became a favourite of the Pharaoh in Egypt and became rich and powerful.  Many years later when Joseph was a very important person, a famine hit Israel where Joseph’s family lived and the brothers had to go to Egypt and ask for food.  The brothers did not realise that they were speaking to their brother but Joseph recognised them immediately.  Teacher asks the children to predict what happened next.  Did Joseph pretend he did not know his brothers?  Did he refuse to give them food?  Did he tell them to go away and never come back again?  Did he give them food?  Did he tell them that he was their brother?  Do you have any other suggestions?

Teacher reads Genesis 45: 14‐15 to the class and discusses how Joseph forgave his brothers.  What did Joseph do to his brother Benjamin?  Why was he crying?  Why do you think Joseph forgave his brothers?  Do you think Joseph made a good choice when he decided to forgive his brothers?  Do you think God was pleased with Joseph?  Why was God pleased with Joseph?   Have you ever forgiven someone for being unkind towards you?  Can you tell me a time someone forgave you?  What does God want us to do in these situations?

Class: Children complete ‘Joseph Forgives his Brothers’ worksheet (attached to planner).
Class:  Teacher explains to the class that they are going to listen to another story from the Old Testament about a Commander in the Syrian army called Naaman.  Naaman had a skin disease called leprosy and his slave told him that the prophet Elisha in Israel could cure him.  Naaman travelled to Israel and Elisha told him to go and wash himself seven times in the River Jordan.  Naaman left in a rage and said that this was nonsense and there were better rivers where he came from.  His servant 
told Naaman that if Elisha had asked him to do something difficult he would have done it and so Naaman went to the river and washed himself and he was cured.  Teacher asks the children to predict what happened next.  Did Naaman go straight home?  Did Naaman say thank you to Elisha?  Did Naaman apologise for not believing Elisha?  Can you think of anything else that might have happened?  Teacher reads 2 Kings 5: 14-19 to the class and discusses Naaman returning to Elisha and trying to make him accept a gift.  What did Naaman want to give Elisha?  What did Naaman say to Elisha about the God of Israel?   Why would Elisha not accept the gift?   What bad choices had Namaan been making?  What did he promise to do from now on?  What did Elisha say to Naaman?  Did he forgive him?  Does God forgive you when you are sorry for making a bad choice?  Have you ever felt sorry about making a bad choice?
Class: Children complete ‘Naaman and Elisha’ worksheet (attached to planner).

Home: Children complete Home Session 6 of First Reconciliation Family Workbook.
Class: Teacher explains to the class that there are lots of stories about forgiveness in the New Testament which was written after the birth of Jesus.  Teacher asks the class if they can remember the Parable of the Loving Father and his Two Sons.   What bad choice did one son make?   
What happened when he returned home?  What does this parable tell us about God Our father?  Teacher asks the class if they can remember the Parable of The Lost Sheep.  What happened when the shepherd lost one sheep?  What happened when he found the sheep?  What does this parable tell us about God Our Father?  Do you think God wants us to forgive others?  Do you think there are times in our life when we will be looking for forgiveness?  Can you think of any times when you have wanted forgiveness?  Can you think of any times in your life when you have forgiven others?  Teacher leads a prayer time asking God to forgive us when we have made bad choices and to help us to forgive others when they have hurt us.

Class: Teacher explains to the class that Jesus spoke to lots of people and some of them were sinners.  One such person was a man called Zacchaeus.  Teacher reads Luke 19: 1‐10 to the class and discusses the story with the children.   What job did Zacchaeus have?  Why did he climb a tree?  Why do you think everyone said Zacchaeus was a sinner?  Why do you think Jesus wanted to stay with Zacchaeus?   
What did Zacchaeus decide to do?  Do you think Zacchaeus was sorry for all the bad choices he had made?  Do you think Zacchaeus was happy that he had been forgiven?  Do you feel happy when someone forgives you?
Class: Children complete ‘Zacchaeus’ worksheet (attached to planner).

Home: Children complete Home Session 7 of First Reconciliation Family Workbook.
KEY VOCABULARY: Old Testament, New Testament, Forgiveness, Reconciliation.

RERC 1‐18a

I know some of the signs and symbols related to Lent, Easter, Pentecost, Advent and Christmastide and I can use this understanding to help me explore the themes of these celebrations.

	I know that the liturgical colours used by the Church are: purple during Advent and Lent; white during Christmastide and Eastertide; red for Pentecost; green for ordinary time.

 I know that the liturgical colour used by the Church during Advent and Lent is purple and Christmastide and Eastertide is white, and for Pentecost is red. I have participated with my class in dressing the class altar with these colours.

Through reflection on my reception of ashes on Ash Wednesday, I can make connections between reconciliation/repentance and the season of Lent.

I can participate in the preparation for Christmas and Easter, through prayer and joyful expectation in Advent and through prayer, fasting and almsgiving in Lent.
	Class: Teacher displays liturgical calendar to the class and points out that before Easter there is a period of forty days called Lent.   The liturgical colours used by the Church are purple during Lent and white during Easter.  Teacher asks children to dress the class altar with the purple altar cloth.

Class: Teacher explains to the class that Lent begins on Ash Wednesday
and lasts for forty days.  On Ash Wednesday we receive ashes.  The

ashes, made by burning palms blessed the previous Palm Sunday, are
placed on our forehead in the form of a cross.  The cross reminds us

that God loves us and always forgives us.  The priest or person giving out ashes says to each person Repent and believe in the Gospel  or
Turn away from sin and believe in the Gospel.  During Lent we are asked

to make a special effort to live as God wants us to live and to ask his

forgiveness when we do not always show love to others.  Teacher

leads a prayer time in preparation for ashes on Ash Wednesday.
Class: Children complete ‘Ash Wednesday’ worksheet (attached to planner).

School/Parish: Children receive ashes.
Class: Teacher explains to the class that during Lent and as part of our   preparation for Easter we participate in prayer, fasting and almsgiving.  Children are not expected to stop eating food but they could give up some treats such as chocolate or sweets and could give some of their pocket money to charity.  Perhaps the school is raising money for SCIAF or MISSIO.  Teacher asks the children to reflect on how they could prepare for Easter as an individual, a class and as a school.  

Class: Children complete ‘Preparing for Easter worksheet (attached to planner).

School/Parish: Children participate in Lenten/ Easter services.

RERC 1-07a I have explored the events of the Passion, Death and Resurrection of Jesus and I have reflected on the Catholic meaning of eternal life.
	I can recall Mark’s account of Jesus in the Garden Of Gethsemane (Mark 14:32-42).

I can reflect on the role of Pilate in sentencing Jesus to death (Matthew 27:15-26).

I can explain the role Joseph of Arimathea played in the burial of Jesus (Mark 15: 42 -47).

I can recall the story of the empty tomb and the astonishment of the women when the angel told them that Jesus was risen (Matthew 28: 1-8).

I know that, when people die, they can live forever with God in heaven, that this is called eternal life and is a message of hope.  


	Class: Teacher explains to the class that before Jesus was arrested he knew something bad was going to happen to him and he prayed to God His Father.  Teacher reads to the class from the bible Mark 14:32-42.   Teacher discusses the events of Jesus in the Garden Of Gethsemane with the children.  What was the garden called?  How did Jesus feel?    How do we know he was upset? What did he ask God His Father to do?  What did the disciples do?  Why do you think they kept falling asleep?  Do you know what the word betraying means?
Class: Children complete ‘Jesus in the Garden Of Gethsemane’ page of their Lent and Easter workbook (attached to planner).

Home: Children complete Home Session 8 of First Reconciliation Family Workbook.
Class: Teacher explains that after Jesus had prayed in the Garden Of Gethsemane, he was arrested and handed over to the Roman governor who was called Pontius Pilate.  Teacher reads to the class from the bible Matthew 27:15-26.  Teacher discusses with the children the role of Pontius Pilate in sentencing Jesus to death.  Why did Pilate let the crowd decide who he would free?  What did Pilate’s wife tell him?  Why do you think the chief priests wanted to set Barabbas free?  What name did the crowd call out to be set free?   What did the crowd shout when Pilate asked them what should happen to Jesus?  Why did Pilate wash his hands in front of the crowd?  Do you think Pilate really wanted to sentence Jesus to be crucified?  Could he have intervened and stopped Jesus from being crucified?
Class: Children complete ‘Jesus is Sentenced to Death’ page of their Lent and Easter workbook (attached to planner).

Class: Teacher explains to the class that Jesus was made to wear a crown of thorns and had to carry his cross up a hill.  People passing by shouted insults at him and soldiers put a notice on his cross that said King of the Jews.   Jesus was crucified with two other men and at three o’ clock Jesus gave a loud cry and died.   
Mary his mother and some other women watched Jesus being crucified from a distance.   The day Jesus died is called Good Friday.  Why did they give Jesus a crown of thorns?  Why did they put a notice on his cross that said King of the Jews?  How do you think Jesus felt when people insulted him?  How do you think Mary his mother felt when Jesus died?
Class: Children complete ‘Jesus is Crucified’ page of their Lent and Easter workbook (attached to planner).

Home: Children complete Home Session 9 of First Reconciliation Family Workbook.
Class: Teacher reads to the class from the bible Mark 15: 42 -47.  Teacher discusses with the class the role Joseph of Arimathea played in the burial of Jesus.  Who was Joseph of Arimathea?    Who did Joseph of Arimathea ask for the body of Jesus? What was Pilate surprised to hear?  What did Joseph of Arimathea first do with the body of Jesus?  Where did he place the body of Jesus?  How did he seal the tomb?  Who watched this all happening?  What type of man do you think Joseph of Arimathea was? 
Class: Children complete ‘Joseph of Arimathea’ page of their Lent and Easter workbook (attached to planner).

Class: Teacher reads to the class from the bible Matthew28:1-8.

Teacher discusses with the children the story of the empty tomb and the astonishment of the women when the angel told them that Jesus was 

risen.   What were the names of the women?  What did the angel look like?   What did the guards do?   What did the angel say to the women?  What did the angel tell the women to do?   How did they feel?  Who did they want to tell first?  How would you have felt if you had been there? 
Class: Children complete ‘Jesus has Risen’ page of their Lent and Easter workbook (attached to planner).

Class: Teacher explains to the class that when people die they can live 
forever with God in heaven.  This is called eternal life and is a message of hope.  How do you feel when someone dies?   
Can you remember the story of Jesus and the empty tomb?  Do you think family and friends take comfort that when someone dies they live forever with God in heaven?  Do you know what the word eternal means?  Why do you think God has given us eternal life?  Do you think God wants to show us how much he loves us? 
Class: Teacher leads a prayer time reminding children of the Easter story and thanking God for the promise of eternal life.
Class: Children complete ‘Eternal life’ page of their Lent and Easter workbook (attached to planner).
