I remember that, when I pray, I can ask God to help me and others and I can thank God and honour God.


	Class: - This learning reinforced as the children make use of the Psalm prayers associated with the “Mystery of God” Core Learning above, but also adds the dimension of love for God to their learning about God’s love for us and our call to love others.

This is reinforced by daily prayer outside of R.E. time when it is explicitly linked to the themes of Creation, God’s Love and Love of and for Others.

Note to Teacher: Having this “Hours of God” learning in mind enables teachers to overcome the learning identified in the CEC draft document for Relationships and Moral Education, “God’s Loving Plan” , issued for comment in November 2012, in particular under the proposed theme “God calls me to love”.
