PENTECOST  LESSONS 

Class – Read from the Bible Acts 2:1-13.  Ask questions about the passage to assess understanding and listening skills. 
Show the children a picture of the garments worn by the priest on the feast of Pentecost. Ask the children ‘Why are they red?’ (Because red represents the Holy Spirit) then ask ‘When then would this be worn by the priest again? (During the Sacrament of Confirmation). Print out or show on the whiteboard the attached pictures of Pentecost vestments and stoles (Attached to planner). Ask the children to design their own Pentecost Stole. 
*If the school has a seamstress then perhaps these could be judged by the parish priest and the winning stole made into one which could be worn by the priest during school services relating to confirmation/Pentecost.

JUNE LESSONS

Class – Read John 14:1-18.  Explain to the children that today we are going to be discussing the ‘Holy Trinity’. Ask the children if they know what the trinity is? 
A good way of explaining this to children is by using an apple. 
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Show the children the apple and ask them what the first and largest part of the apple is? (the skin) The skin enfolds the apple it is all around - everywhere – like God the Father! Cut the apple in half. The flesh of the apple - Jesus was the living flesh whose body we receive at the Eucharist. The seeds are like the Holy Spirit they are planted and can grow. The Holy Spirit is planted in each one of us and it grows inside us. All these parts make up one apple just as all these parts make up one God. 

Show the children some examples of symbols of the Holy Trinity. *attached to planner. Ask the children to create their own to show the three Gods connected as one.
