	TIOF Core Learning 

	Son of God RERC 3-05a
I know that Mary, Mother of Jesus was ”full of grace” and redeemed from the moment of her conception (see Luke 1: 28).
I know that from the first moment of her existence, as a unique privilege because she would be the Mother of God’s Son, Mary was preserved from Original Sin in view of the grace of the redemption. I know that this is the mystery of faith known as the "Immaculate Conception". (see also P5 RERC 2-05a)

I know that Mary, the Mother of Jesus, was a virgin before Jesus’ birth, a mystery which underlines the identity of Jesus as Son of the Father, that Mary was preserved a virgin in giving birth and remained a virgin after his birth and that all this is what the Church means when she honours Mary with the title “Ever-Virgin”.

I know that Mary, the Mother of Jesus, who was uniquely holy and blessed among believers, at the end of her life on earth was taken (assumed) bodily into heaven and into the glory of the resurrection. I know that this is the mystery of faith known as the "Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary". (see also RERC P5 2-05a)

Son of God RERC 3-06a
I have considered the literal meaning of the term "Messiah" for the Jewish people at the time of Jesus.
