	TIOF Core Learning 

	3-04a

I have developed a personal understanding of God as Father, Son and Holy Spirit by exploring some key events of the new testament including: 
The Baptism of Jesus: Mk 1:9-12 

· I have considered how God reveals himself through this event and through the Sacrament of Baptism today.

· I have developed this learning by focussing on the presence of Father, Son and Holy Spirit at the Baptism of Jesus.

· I have reflected upon how this connects with my learning about the Sacrament of Baptism. (RERC 3-08a)

The Transfiguration: Mk  9:2-13  
· I have developed my knowledge of how God reveals himself as Father, Son and Holy Spirit within this scripture passage and how this knowledge helps to deepen my understanding of Jesus as God the Son.

· I know that God the Father communicates verbally with God the Son during both ‘The baptism of Jesus’ and ‘The Transfiguration’. This helps me to develop an understanding of the relational nature of God.


	3-05a

I have explored, and can show my understanding of, the divine nature of Jesus, having examined his words and actions in the Gospel accounts of His miracles (Mk 4 & 5):

· Jesus calms the storm - Mk 4:35-41 (Divine power over nature)

· A man with an evil spirit - Mk 5: 1-20 (conflict with the demons who know and use Jesus’ titles, showing Jesus’ Divine power over evil and Divine authority to forgive sin)

· The healing of the woman with flow of blood - Mk 5: 21-34 (Divine power over disease)

· The daughter of Jairus raised to life - Mk 5: 35-43 (Divine power over death)

In light of this I can show some understanding of these two of the titles of Jesus – “Son of God” (Mk 1:1) and “Son of Man” (Mk 10: 45)

I am beginning to explore how the inseparability of Jesus’ human and divine nature can be shown in:

· His baptism (Mk 1:9-12, 2) (Link to ‘God nourishes his people’ Unit)
· His Transfiguration (Mk  9:2-13)



	3-07a

I can show my understanding of the presence of the Holy Spirit in the key events which formed the life and ministry of Jesus and in the beginnings of the Church. 
Ministry of Jesus:

· His baptism (Mk 1:9-11)

· His temptation (Mk 1:12-13)

· His teaching about: Prayer (Mk 1:25-39; Mt 6:5-15), Parables (Mk 4:10-12), Scripture (Mk1:21-22, 12:28-34), The Kingdom and Mission (Mk 12:28- 24) 

· His teaching to the people: in the synagogue, in the crowds and to his disciples.

· His miracles which show his power over: death, nature, sickness and evil (Mk 2: 1-12, Mk 4:35-41, Mk 5: 35-43, Mk: 1: 21-28)

· The life of the early Christian community (Acts 2: 43-47)

	3-13a

I know that it is instructive for Christians to understand the background to St. Mark’s Gospel.
I know and understand that some current scholars suggest:

· that Mark was influenced by St. Peter’s preaching in Rome
· that he wrote his gospel for Christians who were being persecuted in Rome
· that the main theme of his gospel is that Jesus is both divine and human, Son of God and Son of Man.



	3-20a

I have considered what Jesus meant by the term “the reign (or kingdom) of God’ (Mk 1:15, 10: 42-45);

I know and understand that Jesus’ new commandment of love (Jn 15:12) is central to understanding the reign of God.
I know that Jesus summed up the Ten Commandments as love of God and love of others” (Mt. 22:34-50; Mk 12:28-34).

By reflecting on Christ’s teaching I know and understand the various responses which I and others can make to the gift of faith. The Parable of the Sower (Mk 4:1-9)


	3-21a

I have begun to understand what it is to be compassionate as result of exploring  the narrative of the parable of the Good Samaritan (Lk 10:29-37) and/or the parable of the Rich Man and Lazarus (Lk 16:19-31​)
I can explain the meaning of the word ‘compassion’ and I know how it is essential to Christian living.
Having considered Christ’s example (Mk 1:21-45, Jn 13:1-15), I am aware of  how I can respond to the spiritual and material needs of others.

	Learning Intentions:

	Key Vocabulary from TIOF:

	


	Planning Outline (including what pupils could write /say/make/do as a result of learning):

	The first part of this unit is quite fast paced and is intended to help pupils explore the meaning and purpose of Mark’s gospel for the people he wrote it for but also how we came to understand the message in Mark’s Gospel.  

Pupils are split into two groups.  They both read the same short story however one group’s story begins with the ending and continues with a flashback to before the event, the other group’s tells the story chronologically.  The paragraph numbers allocated to the story are the same for both groups (Group 2 begins at paragraph no. 4)
At the same time pupils are given a series of questions to answer about the plot line of the story.  Pupils have to note their answers and the paragraph number of when they knew the answer.

Once completed the class compare answers and discuss which group knew or anticipated the answers first.

The class go on to discuss different films and books where the reader/watcher knows ‘more’ than the characters.  (e.g. films based on true stories, where reader knows who villain/hero is).  The teacher leads the discussion onto the recording of factual information and asks when the best time to record information after an event is?  During this discussion the teacher asks if the same information can be better understood years after it has been found?  Using examples from historical discoveries and news items the teacher explains how some things are only properly understood after years of research, new scientific discoveries, new eye witness accounts etc.

The teacher then uses the example of the Olympic games as a stimulus for discussion and splitting the class into 6 groups asks them to think of what the focus would be for someone writing about the Olympics; before the event, during it, the week after it has finished, a year after it has finished, four years later as new ones begin, the next time Britain bids to host the Olympics.
The class have a feedback session with their thoughts and talk about the differences in perspective, knowledge and comprehension of the ‘reports’.

The teacher finishes the session by asking pupils if the audience you were writing for would change your perspective or content (if you were writing for children, for a newspaper, for athletes, for the financial people who had paid for the games etc.)
The teacher then shows the pupils an information power-point about the Gospel of Mark.  Within this the background, timing, content, purpose, understanding (then and now) of Mark’s Gospel.
Pupils are asked to reflect upon their previous activities and to make their own notes as to how each connects with their learning about Mark’s Gospel.
Pupils then move on to exploring the ministry of Jesus by focussing on his teaching, miracles, example and parables.  This begins with an exploration of the Baptism of Jesus and the temptations in the wilderness.  In groups pupils read the Gospel passage and then use a set of questions to reflect upon the significance of this event before Jesus begins his ministry.  Pupils will return to considering the connection between Jesus time in the wilderness and Lent in the next unit.
The homework / extension task for this unit is intended to give pupils an understanding of the timescale and geographical distance that Jesus covered during his ministry.  Pupils are given a map of Palestine at the time of Jesus. Throughout the unit they have to locate the position of the scripture story that they are exploring and mark it on the map.  Pupils also have a timeline of Jesus life with only one or two key ‘times’ listed.  Again, as they explore Mark’s Gospel they have to complete the timeline and add the scripture reference next to the event.

The unit uses individual worksheets.  For each of the four areas of focus (teachings, miracles, example, parable) there are 4 sheets.  Pupils must complete all 16.  The order they wish to do this in is up to them. Pupils are given a table to complete when they have finished a worksheet and gives room for ‘key-points’. (This table is printed on the back of the success criteria).  Each sheet has questions for the pupil to answer.  How to find the answers to these questions is described – for example information that directs pupils to books or approved websites, pre-prepared powerpoints, fictional stories/diary extracts that give information.  All worksheets use the core learning as their teaching point and include an aspect of scripture study and reflection.  The sheets are either self or teacher assessed.  The teacher must see the worksheet and completed table before the pupil moves onto the next worksheet.
