	Planning Outline (including what pupils could write /say/make/do as a result of learning):

	The R.E. department and the Pastoral Care team deliver Called to Love through core R.E. and P.S.E.  The course is completed in 4 weeks with complementary learning on reproduction and the beginning of life being taught within the Science dept.
The pastoral care team deliver lessons 3-7 (Family 1&2, Friends 1& 2 and Happiness).  The other 7 lessons are taught within R.E.

During this period the school also has the “S1 health and happiness” week.  Throughout the week pupil assemblies, class prayers and registration time focuses on different aspects of the Christian understanding of health and happiness.  Pupils have a suspended timetable day where they participate in workshops which explore what ‘health and happiness’ means in terms of body, mind and soul.  During this day there is the opportunity for prayer & meditation, cooking classes, brain gym activities, specialised coaching in different sports, team tasks and a “whole world spotlight” where pupils consider what responsibilities they have for the health and happiness of others –local, nationally & internationally.  At the end of the week the school has the inter-class team games.  During this day all pupils compete in two games, one which they have chosen for themselves and one which has been selected for them. The games are organised by each department and encourage the use of all gifts and talents and include, sport creativity, problem solving and works of charity.
