	3-04a

I have developed a personal understanding of God as Father, Son and Holy Spirit by exploring some key events of the new testament including: The Annunciation (Lk 1:26–38) 
· I have understood how God communicates with Mary through the Angel’s message and how this reveals to humanity his continuing covenant and the reality of the Incarnation.  

· I have reflected on the nature and work of the Holy Spirit in the life of Our Lady.

· I have considered how the Holy Spirit continues to reveal the nature of God in the world today.

3-05a

I have experienced opportunities for prayer and reflection and I am able to express how these can help me to develop a personal relationship with Jesus as God.
3-06a

I have researched some aspects of the life of a Jewish family living in Palestine at the time of Jesus.

· family life: work and employment, recreational activities, language

· the geography of his land: Roman Occupation, Jewish leadership, Trade / Economy / Taxation

· Temple life: Synagogue worship, the beliefs and practices of the Jewish people, the tension and similarities between key religious groups, in particular the Pharisees, the Sadducees, the Zealots.

I have developed an understanding of how the Roman occupation would have impacted on the lives of the Jewish people.

I have considered the literal meaning of the term “Messiah” for the Jewish people at the time of Jesus.

I have reflected upon what this understanding would have meant for the hopes / dreams and expectations of the Jewish people at the time of Jesus.

I have considered how the Roman occupation would have influenced the Jewish peoples’ expectation of the Messiah

I know that I am encouraged to receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation regularly so that I can be in a state of grace to receive Jesus in the Eucharist.

I know that the Church makes Jesus’ presence in the world visible through its actions.
I have considered how the Church, through parishes, dioceses & organisations, helps to support and nurture communities, both in their faith journeys and in their everyday lives.

· Midnight Mass

· the significance of the decorations within the Church
