	RERC 3-01a
In light of Jesus’ example, I have reflected upon some aspects of wonder and mystery in my life and I am developing skills of discernment, learning how to be sensitive to God’s presence in my life and in the world.

I have responded to opportunities, through prayer and reflection, to develop my awareness of God’s invitation to relationship in my everyday life and therefore to become more aware of all that is sacred in my life (both visible and invisible).
RERC 3-03a
I understand that we read scripture in the light of the Church’s Tradition through which the Church, in her doctrine, life and worship, hands onto every generation all that she is and all that she believes. (CCC 78)
RERC 3-04a
Through opportunities for prayer and reflection, with a focus on the Creed, I am developing my relationship with Father, Son and Holy Spirit and I know that God is revealed, above all, in the person of Jesus.
RERC 3-05a
I have explored what is meant by the term “divine” - i.e. God as the Father Almighty, Creator of all things visible and invisible, who self-reveals as a Trinity of divine persons. (CCC 198, 228–231)
RERC 3-08a
THE EUCHARIST:

I can explain the article of faith that, through the Eucharist, Christ is truly present – body, blood, soul and divinity.

I understand that as a Catholic I am obliged to go to Mass (ie. participate in the celebration of the Eucharist) on Sundays and Holy Days.
RERC 3-10a
I have considered how the Church, through parishes, dioceses & organisations, helps to support and nurture communities, both in their faith journeys and in their everyday lives.

I have reflected upon the place of the parish within my own life and considered ways in which I can participate within the life of the Church.

RERC 3-14a
I understand that there are various ways of prayer: vocal prayer, meditation and contemplative prayer.

I know that personal and communal prayer are important in developing my relationship with God and I understand that, through prayer,

· I am prompted by the Holy Spirit to turn my heart towards God

· I ask for, and thank him for, his gifts, personal and communal.

I can explain the significance of the language of the Lord’s Prayer

I can describe the importance of prayer in the liturgical life of the Church.

· how Catholics gather regularly to pray e.g. every Sunday for Mass and on other occasions for the celebration of the Sacraments

· how, in the liturgy, Catholics unite with Jesus in his priestly prayer of worship to God the Father in the Holy Spirit

· how, in the course of the liturgical year, the Church celebrates the major events in the life of Christ and also the lives of the Saints

· how Catholics pray for the intercession of the Saints on their behalf with God

· how Catholics pray, in a particular way, for the Holy Souls during the month of November.

I have developed an understanding of the Church as a "pilgrim people".
RERC 3-15a
I can identify aspects of Church buildings associated with Mary and can explain their place within Church liturgy and prayer (e.g., Our Lady Altar, statues, stained glass windows).
I have responded to opportunities to pray and reflect using Scripture passages, hymns and/or prayers and litanies relating to Our Lady.
RERC 3-16a
I have reflected on my prior learning about the Mass and its significance.

· I know and can describe the two parts of the Mass: the Liturgy of the Word and the Liturgy of the Eucharist (CCC 1346)

· I know and have reflected on various aspects of the Mass (CCC 1348-55, 1408)

· I can explain that, at the Consecration, the bread and wine are changed into the Body and Blood of Jesus

· I understand that, through the Eucharist, Catholics sustain and deepen their covenant relationship with God

· I can describe the effect that my learning about the Mass has had on my actions

· I know that Catholics are obliged to attend Mass on a Sunday.

I know and understand that Mass is where the faithful are gathered by God to share a sacred meal.

I have been introduced to the understanding that Mass is also a sacrifice and I know that I will deepen this learning in S2.

I can describe how the Mass was instituted by Jesus at the Last Supper where he gave his disciples the instruction to “do this as a memorial of me” Mark. 14: 22-25; Luke 22: 19. (CCC 1337-44).

RERC 3-17a
I know that Sacred Liturgy enables the Church to follow Christ’s example through worship, proclamation and service of charity.

I know that, by worshipping God throughout the liturgical year, Catholics participate in the Sacred Liturgy of the Church (i.e. sharing in Christ’s priesthood).

I have experienced opportunities to pray and reflect which included the use of symbols and rituals.

I can explain how, through the cycle of the liturgical calendar, all of the events associated with Christ’s life, death, resurrection and future coming are celebrated.

I can explain the meaning of symbols and rituals used in the liturgy.

Symbols: Candles, including the Paschal Candle; Crucifixes; the colours used during the different seasons of the liturgical year;

Rituals: the proclamation of the Word of God and responses of the congregation; music and singing; processions e.g. at the beginning of Mass, at the Offertory, on Palm Sunday.

RERC 3-18a
I have developed a deeper understanding of the liturgical events of the celebration of the Nativity of the Lord.

· Midnight Mass

· the blessing of the crib and the placing of the baby Jesus

· the significance of the decorations within the Church.

RERC 3-22a
I can recall my learning from P7 (RERC 2-22a) and I am deepening my knowledge about the different kinds of sin - i.e., sins of omission, commission and personal and social sins.
RERC 3-24a
I have responded to opportunities to pray for those who are suffering from injustice and for those who support and care for them.



	Experiences and Outcomes:

	Mystery of God RERC 3-01a
I identify situations of wonder and mystery in life. Having considered the belief that these situations are signs of God’s invitation to relationship, I can describe how these affect our awareness of the sacred in our lives.
Revealed Truth of God RERC 3-03a
I have examined the way that God is revealed in the lives of key people and events described in the Old Testament.
Revealed Truth of God RERC 3-04a
I have examined key events in the New Testament where God is revealed as Father, Son and Holy Spirit. I have considered how this affects my understanding of the nature of God.

I know a number of traditional Catholic prayers and I have developed an understanding of the meaning of these prayers. I have participated in different approaches to, and experiences of, prayer. I can describe how prayer is an important part of the liturgical and devotional

life of the Church. I have reflected on how all of these are different ways of worshipping God.
Hours of God RERC 3-15a
I can explain the place of Mary in the Church’s Liturgy and in the prayer life of individual Christians. I can also explain the place of Mary in other Christian traditions.

Hours of God RERC 3-16a
I can recognise the Mass as both a sacred meal and a sacrifice and I have reflected on what this means for human salvation.

I have explored the meaning of ritual and symbol within the Sacred Liturgy of the Church.
