	RERC 3-02a
I have reflected on the image of God as Father and I can describe my response to the Christian belief that every person is called to be a son/daughter of God through Christ.

I can recall earlier learning about Original Sin (In the Image of God P5 2-02a Reign of God P7 RERC 2-22a; Mystery of God P7 RERC 2-01a) and I know that each of us has an inclination to sin.
RERC 3-08a
I have explored Baptism, Confirmation and the Eucharist and have reflected upon the significance of the Sacraments of Initiation for my own faith development.

BAPTISM:

I have re-examined the ‘Rite of Baptism’ and am beginning to develop a deeper understanding of the significance of each of the essential actions and words.

I understand what is meant by the term ‘Original Sin’ and how this is connected to Baptism.

I can explain the belief that it is Jesus who baptises the new Christian.

I can express my understanding of how, in Baptism, a person:

· is forgiven of all sin

· is reborn in the Holy Spirit

· becomes an adoptive son or daughter of God

· is incorporated into the Church, the Body of Christ

· receives an indelible spiritual mark or “character” (CCC 1272-1274).

CONFIRMATION:

I can explain in what ways Confirmation deepens the grace of Baptism, unites the person more fully to Christ and his Church, and gives the special strength and gifts of the Holy Spirit. (CCC 1303)

I know that, in order to be confirmed, a person must be:

· baptised

· of the age of discretion

· willing to profess the Catholic faith

· in a state of grace

· intending to receive the sacrament

· willing to take on the role of a disciple of Christ.

· I can explain how the person being confirmed receives the Holy Spirit as the Apostles did at Pentecost.

· I am developing my knowledge and understanding of how the confirmed person grows in awareness of becoming a son or daughter of God.

· I have reflected on how this Sacrament enables the member of the Church to become closer to Christ.

· I am maturing in my understanding of how those who have been confirmed become witnesses to the Christian faith – drawing example from their Confirmation Saint.

· I can make links with Baptism and can explain how it is Jesus who confirms the Christian in their faith.

· I understand that Christ is present in all the sacraments, but is present in a unique and most excellent way in the Eucharist.

· I can explain the meaning of the term “Transubstantiation” as the Church’s traditional word used to express the wonderful change of the reality of the bread and wine into the true Body and Blood of Jesus Christ.

· I realise that the Eucharist is a sign of unity in the Church and enables us to grow in love for our neighbour.

· I am aware of the Eucharist as the most important celebration in the Church (“source and summit” - CCC 1324) and that it is the centre of Christian life.

· I can explain how, through the Eucharist, Jesus gives his flesh and blood to eat and the faithful are transformed.

· I understand that, through the Eucharist, Christ’s saving sacrifice on the Cross is made present.

· I understand that participating at Mass and developing knowledge of the liturgy are essential to nourish and sustain the life of the community and to grow in relationship with Jesus.
Having explored these sacraments, I can describe how the Christian’s relationship with Jesus develops as they are born anew in Baptism, is strengthened by Confirmation and is nourished by the Eucharist.

I know that I am encouraged to receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation regularly so that I can be in a state of grace to receive Jesus in the Eucharist.
RERC 3-09a
I understand how the Sacraments help us to understand God’s gift and message of transforming and saving love.

I have reflected upon the effects that the Sacraments have on my life.

I have considered and can express my response to how I can participate more fully in the Sacraments.
RERC 3-10a
I am developing my knowledge and understanding of how the Holy Spirit guides the Church to continue the mission of Jesus as “The People of God”, “The Mystical Body of Christ” and “The Temple of The Holy Spirit” (CCC 781 - 798).

I know that the Church makes Jesus’ presence in the world visible through its actions.

RERC 3-12a
Through research, or by learning from appropriate witnesses, I have explored and evaluated how the Saints and holy men and women have ‘heard’ God in the past and do so today.
RERC 3-13a
I know that it is instructive for Christians to understand the background to St. Mark’s Gospel.

I know and understand that some current scholars suggest:

· that Mark was influenced by St. Peter’s preaching in Rome

· that he wrote his gospel for Christians who were being persecuted in Rome

· that the main theme of his gospel is that Jesus is both divine and human, Son of God and Son of Man.

RERC 3-20a
By reflecting on Christ’s teaching, I know and understand the various responses which I and others can make to the gift of faith. e.g., the Parable of the Sower (Mk 4: 1-9, 13-20)
I know that Charity is one of the fruits of the Holy Spirit (Gal. 5: 22) and that this leads us to a life of righteousness and holiness.

RERC 3-21a
I can explain the meaning of the word ‘compassion’ and I know how it is essential to Christian living.

I have explored the work of one Christian charity whose members care for the sick and dying, and I can explain how I can personally support such a charity.
RERC 3-22a
I can recall the work from the other strands of faith which helped me to explore:

· what sin is

· repentance

· the call to forgiveness and reconciliation

· the effect these all have on my relationship with God, myself and others.

I can describe how forgiveness of sins and reconciliation are central to the kingdom of God by reflecting on how Jesus:

· called on people to repent (Mk. 1: 14-15)

· saw his mission as directed to sinners (Mk. 2: 17)

· gave his life “for the forgiveness of sins” (Mt. 26:28) 
· made it possible for people to live in a new way, at one with God, through his self-sacrifice (2 Cor. 5: 17-21).

I know and understand that the Church continues Christ’s mission of forgiveness and reconciliation through the Sacraments of Baptism and Penance & Reconciliation (Mk. 16: 15-16; Mt. 28: 19-20; Jn. 20: 21-23; CCC 976-980).

I can describe how I can demonstrate forgiveness and reconciliation in my life and I am deepening my understanding of how this prepares me for eternal life with God.
RERC 3-23a
I am developing my knowledge and understanding of conscience and, free will (Gen. 2: 15-17, CCC 1704, 1705) and I can express how God has created me with the free will to choose to do right or wrong (CCC 1730).

I understand that the Beatitudes express the basis of Christian morality.

I have experienced opportunities to participate in prayer and reflection focussed on forgiveness and reconciliation.
RERC 3-24a
I can describe how individuals and/or groups have responded to Church teaching on respect for life.

· Jean Vanier has exemplified care for those who suffer from learning disabilities.

· HCPT takes young people with disabilities to Lourdes.

· The Society of the Innocents and the Sisters of the Gospel of Life, and other pro-life groups and agencies, give witness to the sacredness of human life from conception to natural death, and give assistance with new born babies.

· Members of the Religious Sisters of Charity care for the terminally ill in hospices e.g. St. Margaret of Scotland, Clydebank and St. Andrew's Hospice, Airdrie
