	TIOF Core Learning 

	RERC 3-15a (1)

	Planning Outline (including what pupils could write /say/make/do as a result of learning):

	Success Criteria 1 (Core learning 1-4)
Pupils were asked to ‘build a portrait of Our Lady throughout the liturgical year” by:

· identifying the feast days of Our Lady, 

· finding references to as many of them as possible in Scripture, 

· discussing the importance of the feast day for them

· thinking about and noting how the feast day helps us to learn more about Jesus

· Finding art work, prayers, stories of holy men & women inspired by Our Lady and places of pilgrimage dedicated to Mary.

In order to achieve the task, groups of pupils were given liturgical calendars, scripture passage references, access to ICT.  Groups were allowed to decide which order to complete the tasks.

As a group they were to identify all of the feast days dedicated to Our Lady on the liturgical calendar.  Pupils labelled these using string.  They attached one side of the string to the calendar and the other to an index card/piece of paper.

Pupils also had directed scripture references to look up.  Having read the passage pupils had to decide which feast day the reference was describing and note this on their note card.
Groups had to read, think and reflect upon how each of the feast days helped them to understand Jesus more.  To aid this groups were given a list of questions to help direct their thinking which reminded them of their learning on Jesus as ‘Fully human, fully divine’.  The teacher ‘spot lighted’ discussions from groups by going round the room and listening to key points and asking pupils to freeze and listen to what a particular group were saying.
Groups had to find information to populate their portrait of Our Lady, this could be famous art work relating to the feast days, prayers to Mary used at different times of year, information about pilgrimage sites or witness accounts of holy men and women inspired by Our Lady.  Pupils had access to computers and the library to complete this task.
Once all the group portraits were completed they were displayed in the corridor outside the RE room.  Pupils then had a follow-up ‘compare & learn’ task to complete in their own time.  Individually they had to look at the work of all groups and complete a review sheet.  The sheet asked pupils to compare what others had shown to their own and complete the following sentences:

By working in my group I learned…

Our work was distinctive because…

From reading others work I also learned…

The most interesting thing I learned from someone else was…

Success Criteria 2&3 (Core learning 5)
The class also participated in a Marian period of prayer within the school oratory.  The school chaplain led this for each S2 class.  During the period he used power-point, a short talk, hymns, parts of the mass, different Marian prayer and different forms of prayer to explore the place of Mary within the Church’s liturgy.  Towards the end of this period pupils were given time to complete their prayer journal answering the question:
“What does Mary mean to my prayer life?”
