	RERC 3-03a
I have explored and researched instances of revelation within the Old Testament: the Prophets
· Isaiah, Jeremiah and Amos - how the prophets constantly reminded the chosen people of God’s faithful love for them

· God’s spokesmen, calling the chosen people back to God (mirrored today in Christian witness to Christ who invited everyone to return to God, their loving Father).
RERC 3-04a
I am deepening my understanding of how the loving and saving nature of God is revealed by focussing on the Passion and Crucifixion of Jesus as described in Lk. 22-23 & Mt. 27: 27-56 and I can describe my response to this learning.

· by focussing on the death of Jesus and his words to his Father from the Cross, I have considered how the Crucifixion is Christ’s true sacrifice for the redemption of all people

· by focussing on the Crucifixion of Jesus, I have reflected upon how my understanding of the nature of God has developed, and I can describe my response to this learning.

Through opportunities for prayer and reflection based on the belief in one God, I am developing an understanding of the loving and saving nature of God.
RERC 3-05a
I am deepening my understanding of two of the titles of Jesus: Son of God (Mk. 1: 1) and Son of Man (Mk. 10: 45) and I can show some understanding of the human nature of Jesus in:

· the birth of Jesus (Lk. 2: 5-7, 21)

· His obedience to parents (Lk. 2: 51)

· His faith (Lk. 22: 42-44)

· His hunger (Lk. 4: 2-4)

· His anger (Lk. 19: 45-46, Mk. 11: 15-17)

· His humiliation (Lk. 22: 63)

· His compassion (John 11: 33-35)

· His death (Lk. 23: 44-49).

I am deepening my knowledge that Jesus’ human and divine natures are inseparable through consideration of these scripture passages:

· the Crucifixion (Lk. 23: 33-49)

· Imitating Christ’s Humility (Ph. 2: 6-11).

I can describe how learning of Jesus’ human and divine nature has developed my understanding of him as “Saviour who brings the New Covenant”.

Through participating in opportunities for prayer and reflection I have considered how this understanding can help me to develop a personal relationship with Jesus as God and Saviour.
RERC 3-06a
Having learned about the social, political and religious situation in Palestine at the time of Jesus, and knowing the meaning of “Messiah”, I can explain how these factors influenced the lives of the Jewish people at the time of Jesus.

I have used Scripture to deepen my understanding of the special relationship between God and the Jewish people and I know how this connects to their history as a nation and their expectation of the Messiah e.g.,

· The Messiah would be born of the Line of David (2 Samuel 7: 12-16)

· The Messiah would be born of a virgin (Isaiah 7: 14) and be born in Bethlehem (Micah 5: 1-4)

· The New Covenant (Jeremiah 31: 31-34)

· The Triumphant Entry to Jerusalem (Zechariah 9: 9)

· His Royalty (Daniel 9: 25).

In light of my focus on Old Testament scripture, I can explain the ways in which Jesus fulfilled Jewish expectations of the Messiah.

I can assess the importance of the person and the message of John the Baptist in preparing the way for the Jewish people to understand Jesus as the Messiah, for example by considering both Isaiah 40: 3!5 and New Testament passages (Lk. 1: 5-25, 57-80 or 3: 1-20, Mt. 3 or Mk. 1: 1-11).

I can evaluate the extent to which Jesus fulfilled Jewish expectation of the Messiah.
RERC 3-07a
I am deepening my understanding of the unity of the Life, Ministry, Passion, Death, Resurrection and Ascension of Jesus and that the mysteries of Christ’s life culminate in the paschal mystery.

I know and can show understanding of the presence of the Holy Spirit in the key events of the Passion and Death of Jesus.

· The Passion of Jesus: the triumphant entry into Jerusalem; the clearing of the Temple; the Lord’s Supper; the agony in the Garden of Gethsemane; his arrest and trial; the scourging at the pillar and the mocking of Jesus; the way of the cross

· The Death of Jesus: the crucifixion; his death on the cross; the borrowed tomb.
RERC 3-11a
I know that God acts in and through the writers of the Bible and that this process is known and understood as the inspiration of the Holy Spirit.

I understand that, as the Scriptures are written by members of the God’s Holy People, they nurture the faith of these Holy People.

I can understand how the first books of the New Testament were written after a period of preaching by the Apostles.

To help me to understand the message of the Scriptures, I have developed awareness of literary forms in the Bible, which gives me a deeper insight into the meaning of Bible texts.

I can describe the particular type of literary form found in the Synoptic Gospels.

RERC 3-12a
I have explored and evaluated key biblical texts to discover some of the ways in which God ‘spoke’ or communicated his will to people in the New Testament:

· The Annunciation to Mary (Lk. 1: 26-38)

· the call of the first apostles (Lk. 5: 1-11)

· the rich young man (Lk. 18: 18-23)

· the conversion of Saul (Acts 9: 1-20).

RERC 3-13a
I know and understand why it is important for Christians to understand the background to St. Luke’s Gospel.

I know and understand what some scholars suggest about St. Luke’s Gospel:

· that Luke was a convert to Christianity from a non!Jewish background

· that he wrote his gospel for all people, especially non!Jews (the ‘Gentiles’)

· that the main theme of his Gospel is that Jesus brings God’s saving love for everyone.

I can describe my personal response to the message of Luke’s Gospel.
RERC 3-16a
I can explain the obligation to fast before receiving Communion.

I have deepened my understanding of the Mass by exploring the liturgy of the Eucharist as a sacrifice.

I know that the Eucharist "re-presents" (makes present) the sacrifice of the Cross and the Resurrection (1 Cor. 11: 23-26; CCC 1357, 1362-72, 1402).

I can explain how, in the words and actions of the priest at the Consecration, Christ offers the Eucharistic sacrifice to God the Father (CCC 1410).
RERC 3-18a
I have developed my understanding of the liturgical events of Advent and Christmastide, and I am maturing in my understanding of their significance by exploring:

· the preparation for the coming of Jesus: the period of Advent up to and after 16th December

· changes in themes of the Liturgy of the Word (from the Last Coming of Christ to the Coming of Christ at the Nativity)

· the use of the ‘O’ antiphons

· change to the Gospel acclamation

· no Gloria sung during Advent.

· the Birth of Christ: the period from the Nativity to the feast of the Baptism of the Lord

· Christmastide begins with the Nativity and ends with the Baptism of Our Lord

· the significance of feast days within this period (Epiphany, Holy Family, Solemnity of Mary the Mother of God)

· colours of vestments worn

· the significance of the readings used in the Liturgy of the Word.
