HOLY ORDERS: I have developed my understanding of the Sacrament of Holy Orders and I understand that, through this Sacrament, the mission given to the apostles by Jesus is carried out. (Mk 16:15-16 and/or Lk. 24: 44-49)

 I have considered how Ordination is a special consecration to Christ and to the Church. 

· I have considered and can describe some times, events and circumstances in life when a family may need a priest. 

· I have developed my knowledge by researching the work of ordained ministers within my community.

 I am aware of how the local parish supports individuals, families and communities within my area. 

I have explored ways in which priests have understood their vocation and have reflected upon this in light of my own life. 
RERC 3-08a
I have explored the different ministries of the clergy and I have gained an understanding that the Sacrament of Holy Orders has three degrees: Bishop, Priest, Deacon (transient and permanent).
RERC 3-08a
Bishop:
I have researched the life and work of the Bishop of my Diocese and I am able to show my understanding of how, through his consecration in the fullness of the priesthood, he has the responsibility to teach, sanctify and rule God’s people. 

RERC 3-08a
Priest:
Through exploration of the work of a priest I can explain that priests, acting in the person of Jesus Christ, have the responsibility to preach the Gospel, celebrate the sacraments, and shepherd the portion of God’s people which has been entrusted him. 
RERC 3-08a
I am able to give examples of times that I have attended or participated in lessons, activities and liturgies where a priest has described his work.
I can explain the ways in which the life and work of a priest can help, support and sustain a community. 

RERC 3-08a
Deacon: I am aware of the work of Deacons (transient and permanent) and I know that they have been ordained to a ministry of service and have the responsibility to preach the Word of God, to assist the Bishop or priest at Liturgy and Sacraments, and to be of service to the community through their pastoral care of laypeople. 

RERC 3-08a
 I have had the opportunity to pray and reflect on the significance of the Sacrament of Holy Orders for my life and faith development.
RERC 3-08a
 I have had the opportunity to participate in liturgies and prayer services within school to pray for vocations to the priesthood and the religious life.
RERC 3-08a
MARRIAGE:  I have started to explore the Sacrament of Matrimony and I understand that, through this Sacrament, the mission of the Church is carried out in a particular way.
RERC 3-08a
I know that marriage is only between a man and a woman who, in the covenant and sacrament of marriage become husband and wife. 
 I know that God who is love, and who created man and woman for love, has called husband and wife to love each other faithfully, exclusively and indissolubly. 
 I know that Scripture teaches that husband and wife are ‘no longer two but one flesh’ (Gen. 2:24, Mt 19:6) 

RERC 3-08a
I understand that the sacra mentality of marriage means that a married couple’s love for one another mirrors the covenant God has with His people and the love of Jesus Christ for his bride the Church -  irrevocable and definitive. 

 I know that the Church teaches that the purpose of marriage in God’s plan is for the love of the spouses and for the procreation of children. 
RERC 3-08a
I understand that husband and wife are called to help each grow in holiness and virtue and goodness,  to be open to the procreation of  new life within their marriage, and to be responsible for the upbringing and education of their children, and in a special way for their formation in faith.
 I know that teaching of the Church that in marriage every conjugal act of sexual intercourse is to remain open to the transmission of life. 

RERC 3-08a
 I understand that married couples are made holy by the Sacrament of Marriage and are called to grow in holiness  through prayer, through the sacraments and the Eucharist, and through the daily  communion of their life together and with their family.
RERC 3-08a
 I know that a husband and wife are called to be faithful to the promises they declared during the Marriage rite and to be signs of God’s love
I know that the Christian family of father, mother and children is known as the ‘Domestic Church’ (CCC 1655 – 1658). 

RERC 3-08a
Having explored the Sacraments of Holy Orders and Matrimony, I can describe how a Christian’s relationship with Jesus matures through understanding his/her vocation.
RERC 3-08a
I have reflected on, and can express my response to, the possibility that in the future my vocation may be fulfilled through a call to Holy Orders or to the vocation of Marriage.

RERC 3-08a
I know that there are other vocations that people may follow, including the call to single life (celibacy) and to the religious (consecrated) life.
RERC 3-08a
 I understand the obligation to go to Mass (ie participate in the Eucharist) on Sundays and Holy days and I know that regularly receiving the Sacrament of Reconciliation is essential to my spiritual growth and to the strengthening of my faith.
RERC 3-09a
I have considered the purpose of the “Sacraments at the service of communion”. (i.e. Holy Orders and Matrimony “are directed towards the salvation of others; if they contribute as well to personal salvation, it is through service to others that they do so.” CCC 1534)
RERC 3-09a
 I know that the Sacrament of the Eucharist is very important to those in Holy Orders and to Catholic married couples.
RERC 3-09a
 I can express my understanding of how these Sacraments enable the Christian to give witness to Christ present in the world, helping others to understand God’s message of love.
RERC 3-09a
I am maturing in my understanding of the way in which God communicates through the signs and symbols used in the Sacraments of the Church.

RERC 3-10a
 I have developed an understanding of the role and witness of the Church in our world by focussing on Church teaching on vocation, marriage and family (the “Domestic Church”).

·  I have reflected upon how parents teach their children through their words, actions and witness. 

· I have considered who, other than my parents, have influenced my life through their words, actions and witness. 

· I have reflected on the significance of the role of the family in our world today.

 I know that God acts in and through the writers of the Bible and that this process is known and understood as the ‘inspiration of the Holy Spirit’.

To help me to understand the message of the Scriptures, I have developed awareness of literary forms in the Bible, which gives me a deeper insight into the meaning of Bible texts.
RERC 3-11a
 I have responded to opportunities to reflect and pray using core Gospel texts to develop my understanding of God’s Covenant with His people and to guide me in life.

RERC 3-12a
Through researching appropriate witnesses, I have explored and evaluated how people ‘heard’ God in the past and do so today, focusing particularly on the role of Sacred Scripture in the life of: 

people who have chosen a particular Christian vocation in life e.g. a Religious Sister or Brother; people who have had a powerful conversion experience in life.

I have experienced the opportunity to reflect on, and pray about, how I am challenged to show love and concern for the poor and the oppressed by developing my understanding of Jesus’ conversation with the rich young man (Lk. 18: 18‐25).

 I have developed an understanding of how Scripture describes wisdom.  e.g. by exploring the book of Ecclesiasticus (Sirach).

I have had experiences that have developed my understanding of how my vocation is connected not only to what is good for me, but also what is good for others.
