	Class: Teacher revises with the class that God created us, body, mind and soul.  What makes up a body?  Can you see your body?  Can you feel your body?   What makes up a mind?   Can you see your mind?  Can you feel your mind?  What makes up a soul?  Can you see your soul?  Can you feel your soul?  Teacher explains to the class that a soul is the part of you that never dies.  If we love like God loves, our souls will become like God and we will go to Him when we die. 

Class: Children complete Body, Mind and Soul worksheet (attached to planner)
Class: Teacher reads to the class from the bible Genesis 1: 26-27 and explains that God created us in his own image. Teacher discusses with the children the meaning of the word image and how it is a representation of a person or thing in a sculptor, painting, photograph, model, etc.  Teacher

shows the children an image of the painting by Michelangelo The Creation of Adam (attached to planner) and explains that this is an artist’s interpretation of what God looks like.  Teacher discusses the painting with the children. What is happening?  Who is God?  Who is Adam?  Do you think God looks like this? What makes you think that?
Class: Teacher explains to the class that God created both male and females in his own image and asks the children to consider how they are similar to other family members e.g. eye and hair colour, talents, likes and dislikes. Children paint/draw a detailed picture of themselves.
Class: Teacher explains to the class that human beings, unlike other parts of God’ creation, are unique. God made us in his own image and we are like God in many ways.  God loves us and His love for us will never come to an end.  We too can love God and we can show this by loving others. 
Class: Teacher teaches the class the hymn My God Loves Me (lyrics attached to planner).   Available at:
http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=JDLiHJJTaP8
Class: Teacher explains to the class that one of the gifts God gives us is the gift of choice, called "free will" and that this is a sign of his love.  Every day we make decisions and about good and bad choices.  Teacher discusses the choices the children make daily – Who to play with? What to eat?  What clothes to wear?  What games to play?  Teacher divides the class into drama groups to act out scenarios about good and bad choices (attached to planner).  Children act out the scenarios and the other groups watch the performances, followed by a discussion about whether good or bad choices were made.
Class: Teacher explains to the class that when we choose to respond to God’s love, we become more like Jesus, e.g., loving, compassionate, merciful. Teacher discusses with the children stories in the bible that portray Jesus being loving, compassionate, and merciful:

· Wedding Feast at Cana

· Feeding of the Five Thousand

· Zacchaeus

· Jairus ‘ Daughter
· The Ten Lepers

· Jesus Heals a Paralysed Man

Home: Children research one of the above bible stories for homework.
Class: Teacher explains to the class that that we can pray to God to help us to make good choices and that He will always listen to our request.  Children create their own prayers which could be displayed around the class altar and one could be chosen each day at class prayer time.
Class: Teacher explains to the class just as Jesus and others forgive me, I am called to forgive others even when this is difficult.  Teacher discusses with the children times when it is difficult to forgive others e.g. someone breaks our toy, someone eats our sweet without asking and someone won’t play with us.  Teacher explains that we remember this every time we pray the Our Father. Teacher leads the children in praying the Our Father.

Class: Teacher divides the class into active learning groups and distributes Our Father Discussion Cards.  Children work together asking and answering the questions written on their cards.   Groups come together to share their thoughts with the rest of the class.

seasons and feasts.
I understand that the celebrations of First Reconciliation, Confirmation and First Communion are community celebrations which involve home, parish and school.
I understand that we are called to celebrate the Sacraments of Reconciliation and Eucharist regularly in order to grow in holiness and strengthen our faith.

	Class: Teacher shows the class a liturgical calendar and discusses the different seasons and liturgical colours:
· Advent-Purple                   
· Christmas- White
· Ordinary Time- Green     
· Lent – Purple

· Easter -White

Class: Children complete The Liturgical Calendar Worksheet.
Class: Teacher explains to the class that throughout the Liturgical Year there are feast days.  Some of these feast days are holy days of obligation:

· January 1, the solemnity of Mary, Mother of God;
· Thursday of the Sixth Week of Easter, the solemnity of the Ascension;
· August 15, the solemnity of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary;
· November 1, the solemnity of All Saints;
· December 8, the solemnity of the Immaculate Conception;
· December 25, the solemnity of the Nativity of Our Lord Jesus Christ
Class: Teacher explains to the class that other are also other feast days that the Community of the church celebrates together:
· September 8, Our Lady’s Birthday
· November 2, All Souls Day
· November 30, Feast of Saint Andrew’s

· March 17 Feast of Saint Patrick

· March 19 Feast of Saint Joseph
Teacher could select other e.g. patron saint of the school.
Home: Children could research as a homework activity the date of the feast day of the saint of their Christian name or a saint that is of particular interest to them.

Class: Teacher explains to the class that Primary Four is a very special year because they will be receiving the Sacraments of Confirmation and the Eucharist.  Teacher discusses how their family, their school and the parish were involved in Primary 3 when they received the Sacrament of Reconciliation.  Where did the Sacrament take place?  What priest administered the Sacrament?  Where any other members of the parish involved?  Which members of your family celebrated with you?  How did the school prepare you for the Sacrament?  Teacher explains to the class that that the celebrations of First Reconciliation, Confirmation and First Communion are community celebrations which involve home, parish and school.
Home/Parish: Teacher invites members of the parish community e.g. catechists, parish priest and parents to a prayer service celebrating the start of the Sacramental year for Primary Four.

Class: Teacher discusses with the class what their bodies need to grow and to be strong e.g. food, water, exercise, sleep.   Teacher explains that in order to grow in holiness we are called to celebrate the Sacraments of Reconciliation and Eucharist.  This will strengthen our faith and bring us closer to God.  Teacher revisits their faith journey so far and the Sacraments they will receive in Primary Four- Baptism, Reconciliation, Confirmation and the Eucharist.
Class: Children complete Our Faith Journey in Primary Four worksheet (attached to planner).

I know some of the signs and symbols related to Lent, Easter, Pentecost, Advent and Christmastide and I can use this understanding

to help me explore the themes of these celebrations.

 RERC 1-17a

I have, through liturgical experiences, reflected on an ability to respond to symbols and take part in rituals in order to worship God
	I know that the liturgical colours used by the Church are: purple during Advent and Lent; white during Christmastide and Eastertide; green during Ordinary time.
I know that red, rose, black and gold can also be used on occasions during the liturgical year and I understand why these colours are used less frequently.
I have participated with my class in dressing the class altar in these colours.
Through prayerful reflection on the Pentecost story (Acts 2: 1-4), I know that two of its central symbols are wind and fire, which symbolise the presence of the

Holy Spirit.
I have been given opportunities to celebrate liturgy as part of my class, my school and my parish.
I know that incense is used during some liturgical celebrations.
I understand that incense symbolizes the sacredness of the event and its participants and that it also reminds us of our prayers rising to God.
I can explain rituals associated with the Consecration, particularly the gestures of the priest and my response to the Consecration.
I know the names, and I can recognise the significance, of the oils used by the priest and Bishop in the Sacraments (Baptismal oil, Oil of the Sick, Sacred Chrism).

	Class: Teacher revises liturgical colours with the class from Signs of God above. Children complete Liturgical Colours worksheet (attached to planner).
Class: Teacher explains to the class that red, rose, black and gold can also be used on occasions during the liturgical year. 

Red expresses love.  It is used on all feasts of the Lord's passion and of the Holy Cross.  It is used for the feasts of the apostles and martyrs.  It is also used for the feast of Pentecost and the feasts of the Holy Spirit.
Rose expresses joy.  It is used in place of purple/violet on the Third Sunday of Advent and on the Fourth Sunday of Lent to show that we are on our way to Christmas and Easter.
Black is for mourning and sorrow.  It is used for All Souls Day and for Masses for the dead (Requiem Masses), except for baptised children who've died before the age of reason.
Gold expresses honour and praise.  It is sometimes used in place of white, red or green.

Class: Children complete More Liturgical Colours worksheet.
Class: Children participate throughout the year dressing the class altar in the correct liturgical colours.

Parish: Children visit church to look at the priest’s vestments and altar cloths.
KEY VOCABULARY: liturgical colours, purple, red, white, green
Class: Teacher reads to the class from the bible the Pentecost story (Acts 2: 1-4) and discusses the story with the children.  Who were gathered together?  What was the noise from the sky?  What are tongues of fire?  What could the people now do?  Who had enabled them to speak in different languages?  Teacher explains to the class that the Holy Spirit is often symbolized by wind and fire.  Teacher asks the children to close their eyes and imagine that they were in the room at Pentecost.  Teacher rereads the story of Pentecost and the children imagine what they would hear, see, smell and feel.   Children share their experiences with their shoulder partner and then feedback to the class.
Class: Children make a storyboard of the story of Pentecost (worksheet attached to planner). 
Class: Children make tongues of fire out of cardboard and tissue paper (template attached to planner) and write their names on them.  These could be displayed at the class altar.
Class/school/Parish: Children celebrate the liturgy by participating in class prayer times, school assemblies, prayer services and Mass at their parish church.
Class: Teacher explains to the children that incense is used during some liturgical celebrations.  Incense is a substance made from trees and plants.  It has a sweet- smelling perfume and produces high-ascending smoke when burned.  A thurible is a metal container holding burning charcoal in which incense is sprinkled.  It is suspended from chains and is swung by the priest to incense the altar, the word of God, priest and people, or the dead.   Incense is used during special masses, the Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament and is often used during processions, funeral rites and when objects and places are blessed.   Teacher shows the children a picture of a thurible (attached to planner).

Parish: Teacher asks their parish priest to show the children a thurible and be given the opportunity to smell incense.
Class: Teacher explains that incense has been used by the Catholic Church for many years.  The rich smell of the incense symbolizes the sacredness of the liturgical event itself and those participating in it.  The rising smoke reminds us of our prayers rising to God.
Class: Children complete Incense worksheet (attached to planner). 
Class: Teacher explains that a ritual is series of actions always performed in the same prescribed order.  When mass is celebrated all over the world, the gestures of the priest and meaning of the words are exactly the same.  Teacher discusses the Consecration of the mass with the children.  What happens during the Consecration?   What does the bread and wine become?  Who changes the bread and wine into the body and blood of Christ?  Can you remember the words the priest says at the Consecration?  Where have you heard these words before?  What happened at the last supper?

Teacher reads the words of Eucharistic Prayer III (attached to planner) to the class.  What does the priest always do during the Consecration?  Teacher explains that the priest always genuflects after he lifts up both the bread and wine.  Teacher explains that altar server rings a bell during the Consecration:

· When the priest makes the sign of the Cross over the gifts and calls on the holy Spirit to come upon the gifts

· At the elevation of the Consecrated Host

· At the elevation of the Consecrated Wine

 What do we do during the Consecration?  During the Eucharistic Prayer, we kneel and we are invited to look upon the Body and Blood of Christ as the priest shows them to us.  As the priest genuflects, we bow as a sign of our humility and reverence before the Lord.  Children practise looking and bowing at the Body and Blood of Christ.

Other gestures that take place during mass can be explained to the children. An information sheet Gestures During Mass is attached to the planner.

Class: Children complete The Consecration worksheet (attached to planner). 
Class: Teacher explains that the priest and the Bishop sometimes use oils during the Sacraments.   Teacher discusses with the class their experience of the Sacraments and whether any special oil was used. 
What Sacraments have you received?   Did the priest use any special oil?  What was the name of the oil?  Have you ever been to any other Sacramental service? Did the priest use any special oil?  What was the name of the oil?  

Teacher explains that these very special oils are called: 

· Baptismal oil
· Oil of the Sick,
· Sacred Chrism
Blessing of   Holy Oils: The Chrism Mass is held during Holy Week in every Catholic diocese.  During this Mass, the priests, the deacons and representatives of the entire diocesan community gather around their bishop, who blesses the Holy oils for use in the coming year.
Baptismal Oil is olive oil and is rubbed on the baby’s chest.  It relates to the days when athletes used to rub oil into their bodies before events to strengthen them and make their skin more supple. It symbolizes strengthening for the struggles of life ahead.
Oil of the Sick is olive for used in the Sacrament of anointing the sick.  The priest anoints the forehead and the palms of the sick, while praying that God will save and raise them up.  The oil symbolizes healing and strengthening effects which are characteristic of olive oil.

Sacred Chrism is made from olive oil but unlike the other oils is scented with oil of balsam giving it a woody, pine-like fragrance.  Sacred Chrism is used for the Sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation and Holy Orders.
The anointing of Sacred Chrism in Baptism signifies the gift of the Holy Spirit to the newly baptised, who has become a Christian, that is, one "anointed" by the Holy Spirit, incorporated into Christ who is anointed priest, prophet, and king.  The crown of the head of the newly-baptised is anointed with Sacred Chrism. 
The anointing of Sacred Chrism in Confirmation signifies the gift of the Holy Spirit who anointed Jesus at His own Baptism.  The forehead of the person being confirmed is anointed with Sacred Chrism and the words, “Be sealed with the gift of the Holy Spirit” are said to the candidate.

The anointing of Sacred Chrism in Holy Orders signifies giving the priest a permanent spiritual mark of belonging to Christ in a unique way.  This permanent spiritual mark can never be removed, and once a man is ordained, he remains ordained forever.   Each new priest is anointed by a bishop with Sacred Chrism on the palms of his hands.

RERC 1-06a

I have examined some political, social, historical and religious elements in first-century Palestine and gained an understanding of Jesus' life on earth.
	I know that Jesus celebrated Jewish festivals and that the most important of these was called ‘Passover’.
I have listened to Exodus 12: 1-14 and I can explain that Passover is when Jewish people celebrate being freed from slavery in Egypt.
I know that Jesus went to a synagogue on a holy day, which is called the "Sabbath".
I know that the Jewish Sabbath is a Saturday and that Christians have a holy day which is a Sunday.
I know that the Sabbath is holy because that is the day God rested after creating the heavens and the earth 
(Genesis 2: 2).
I know that Sunday is the Christian holy day because that is the day that Jesus rose from the dead. (Matthew 28: 1)
I can recognise that, while in the synagogue, Jesus would have read prayers called Psalms and I know that when we go to Mass on Sunday we pray the same

Psalms which are taken from the Old Testament.


	Class: Teacher explains to the class that Jesus lived in first century Palestine and shows the children where Palestine is in a world map.   There is an interactive map of places that Jesus visited available at:

http://www.about-jesus.org/jesus-places-map.htm
 Jesus was born into a Jewish family and would have been brought up following Jewish traditions.  Jesus would have celebrated with his family and friends just like we celebrate with our family and friends.  Teacher discusses celebrations experienced by the class e.g. weddings, birthdays, Christmas, etc. Children complete When we celebrated… worksheet (attached to planner).   The worksheet asks the children to bring in a photograph of a family celebration but children could draw a picture instead.
Class: Teacher asks the children to think of stories about Jesus from the bible when he celebrated with his family and friends e.g. Wedding Feast at Cana, Last Supper etc.  Children complete Jesus Celebrated worksheet (attached to planner).
Class: Teacher explains to the class that they are going to learn about the most important Jewish festival called Passover which is still celebrated by Jewish families today.  It recalls the time when the Jewish people were freed from slavery in Egypt.  Teacher reads to the class from the bible Exodus 12: 1-14 and discusses the story with the children.  A Teacher’s Information Sheet on the Passover is attached to the planner.
Children could watch Prince of Egypt DVD.
Class: Children should work in drama groups to script and dramatise the story of the Passover.  Group will perform and evaluate performance.
Class: Which day of the week do we keep special for God? (Sunday) What do we do on a Sunday? (Go to Mass)  What else can we do as Catholics to keep this day holy? (Spend time as a family, visit our elderly relatives, help others etc.).   As a Jew, Jesus kept holy a day of the week too.  It was called the ‘Sabbath’.  Jewish people around the world today still celebrate Sabbath which is a Saturday.  On this day Jesus and his family would have gone to the Synagogue. 

The following website allows you to show the children the different areas a Synagogue.  It is full of information and is interactive.

Class: It is important that we have a ‘holy’ day’ that we dedicate to God because our lives are so busy that sometimes we forget to say thank-you for all the wonderful things that we have and which happen to us and others.  Teacher reads from the Bible Genesis 2:2.  Before reading explain to the children that this passage is taken from the story of creation.  Discuss the verse.  Explain that this is why Jewish people keep the Sabbath Holy.

Class: Teacher reads from the Bible Matthew 28:1-8. Before reading explain to the children that this passage is taken from the story of Jesus’ Resurrection.  Discuss the verse.  Explain that this is why Catholics keep Sunday as their holy day.   Children should complete Why Sunday? worksheet ( attached to planner).
Class: During Mass we pray the Responsorial Psalm. When does this take place? (between the first and second reading).  Jesus would have read these same prayers in the Synagogue.  The Psalms are taken from the book of Psalms in the Bible.  Ask the children to look at the Book of Psalms in the Old Testament in the Bible.  Glance your eye over the content. What do you think these pieces of scripture are? (poems/songs/hymns). 

During mass we ‘respond’ to the Psalm by repeating a phrase.

Children should complete the worksheet Response to the Psalm (attached to the planner). The children will need internet access for this task.
Class – Tell the children to choose one of the following Psalms.  They should draw a detailed picture to represent the Psalm and write the quote and correct Bible reference underneath.  There is a template attached to the planner or you can use blank paper to complete this task.

· Psalm 18:1-3 (fortresses, rope, armour, vast enemy)

· Psalm 20:7-8 (Banners, chariots, horses, crown of gold)

· Psalm 1:1-3 (trees, streams, fruit and leaves)

· Psalm 23:1-4(green meadow, banqueting table, valleys)

· Teacher chosen Psalm

I know that we find narratives about God in the Bible and that this makes it a very holy book.

I understand that the Bible is the most precious and sacred book for all Christians because it is the Word of God.
I am developing the ability to read aloud from Sacred Scripture in such a way that I am proclaiming the Word of God.

	Class: Teacher discusses with the class their favourite bible stories and explains to the children that the people who wrote the books of the bible were guided by the Holy Spirit. Teacher reminds the class of the story of Pentecost (see Hours of God) when the Holy Spirit was symbolised by wind and fire.  Teacher discusses with the class what it means to be guided by the Holy Spirit. Can you see him?  Can you hear him?   Can you feel him?  Teacher explains to the class that if we open our ears to the Holy Spirit and open our hearts to the Holy Spirit, we will hear and feel him and he will guide us and help us to listen to the Word of God.  
Teacher gathers the children around the altar, plays contemplative music, lights a candle and invites the Holy Spirit to be with the class.  Teacher reads from the bible to the class the story of Pentecost Acts 2: 1-4.
Class: Children write their own prayers to the Holy Spirit which could be read out at class prayer times.
Class: Teacher reads to the class from the bible Exodus 16: 11-18. Teacher distributes bibles to the class and instructs the children on how to find the scripture reading.  Children work in groups of four and read the scripture passage and then ask each other questions about the passage.  Groups come together to explain what they have found out.  Teacher leads a discussion about the key points in the scripture reading and writes the key words on the white board.  Children summarise the story on Manna from Heaven worksheet (attached to planner).
KEY VOCABULARY: Holy Spirit, Scriptures
Class: Teacher explains to the class that the bible is a special and holy book and contains the Word of God and so we must use it and treat it with great respect.  Teacher discusses how we show respect for a bible e.g.  clean hands, hold it carefully, don’t write on it, turn the pages carefully.   Teacher demonstrates how to carry the class bible and places it on the class altar. Children are given the opportunity to process with the class bible.
Class: Teacher explains to the class that in church the lectern is a special stand with a sloping top which the bible can rest on.  The priest, deacon or members of the congregation can then read from the bible with ease.
Teacher shows the class a picture of a lectern (attached to planner). 
Class: Children complete How to Care for your Bible worksheet by writing out how it should be treated with great care and respect.
Class: Teacher explains to the class that the Bible is the most precious and sacred book for all Christians because it is the Word of God.  Teacher reminds the children that at Mass after the priest/reader has read the first and second reading, he says   “The word of the Lord” and the congregation respond with “Thanks be to God.”  Children practise the responses for the readings at Mass.

Class/School: Children are given opportunities to read aloud from Scared Scripture in class and at school assemblies, prayer services and class/school masses in such a way that they are proclaiming the Word of God.

Who is “Father?” God
When we say “Our,” whom do we mean? Do we mean just the children in this classroom? Do we mean all the people in our Church? Do we mean only the people in this country?
We mean everyone. God is the Father to all the five billion people on earth.



	WHO ART IN HEAVEN
What does “art” mean? It is an old way of saying “is,” so we are saying, “Our Father, who is in heaven.”

The Ten Commandments and his son, Jesus, who came to explain to us how we should live. Jesus said to love God with all your heart and to love your neighbor as yourself. If we obey the Ten Commandments and do what Jesus told us to do, then God's will be done on earth as it always is in heaven.



	GIVE US THIS DAY OUR DAILY BREAD
What does this mean? We are asking God to provide for us and make sure we are fed. God, in turn, wants us to care for each other and make sure the poor are fed. We are God's hands on earth.



	AND FORGIVE US OUR TRESPASSES
Have you ever seen a sign “No Trespassing”? What does this mean? This means to stay off someone else's property, because you might harm or hurt it.  Here God is not talking about property; he is talking about trespasses to other people. 

What do you think this means? God doesn't want us to harm or hurt people. We can hurt people by saying mean things or by physically hurting them. We can also hurt people by not taking care of them, by not feeding them or giving them clothes or shelter. When we hurt someone, we ask God to forgive us.

You have a good choice to make and a bad choice to make, and you want to make the bad choice.
We are asking God to help us make good choices and to keep us away from temptation.

The Order of Mass

New English Translation

The Priest alone says: 

You are indeed Holy, O Lord,
 and all you have created
 rightly gives you praise,
 for through your Son our Lord Jesus Christ,
 by the power and working of the Holy Spirit, 
you give life to all things and make them holy,
 and you never cease to gather a people to yourself, 
so that from the rising of the sun to its setting 
a pure sacrifice may be offered to your name.

 by the same Spirit graciously make holy
 these gifts we have brought to you for consecration,
 that they may become the Body and  Blood of your
 Son our Lord Jesus Christ,
 at whose command we celebrate these mysteries. 
For on the night he was betrayed
 he himself took bread, and, giving you thanks, he said 
the blessing, broke the bread and gave it to his
 disciples, saying: 
TAKE THIS, ALL OF YOU, AND EAT OF IT, FOR THIS IS MY BODY, WHICH WILL BE GIVEN UP FOR YOU. 
In a similar way, when supper was ended, 

he took the chalice 
and, giving you thanks, he said the blessing, 

and gave the chalice to his disciples, saying: 
TAKE THIS, ALL OF YOU, AND DRINK FROM IT, 

FOR THIS IS THE CHALICE OF MY BLOOD, THE BLOOD OF THE NEW AND ETERNAL COVENANT, WHICH WILL BE POURED OUT FOR YOU AND FOR MANY FOR THE FORGIVENESS OF SINS. 

DO THIS IN MEMORY OF ME. 
The Priest says: 

The mystery of faith. 
The people continue, acclaiming: 

We proclaim your Death, O Lord, 

and profess your Resurrection 

until you come again. 

Or: 

When we eat this Bread and drink this Cup, 

we proclaim your Death, O Lord, 

until you come again. 

Or: 

Save us, Saviour of the world, 

for by your Cross and Resurrection 

you have set us free. 

Gestures during Mass
Our prayer is also expressed in a variety of gestures through the Celebration of Mass.
The Sign of the Cross, the simplest of prayers, recalls our Baptism and the passion and resurrection of the Lord and marks the beginning and conclusion of our prayer.

During the Confiteor we strike our breast as we say “through my fault, through my fault, through my most grievous fault.” We find this gesture in the gospel of Luke (18:9-14) in the parable of the Pharisee and the Tax Collector. In striking our breast we acknowledge our guilt and beg for forgiveness.

At the beginning of the gospel as the priest or deacon says “A reading from the holy Gospel according to...” we make the Sign of the Cross on our foreheads, lips and breast. A simple gesture
which prays that the Lord may be in our mind, on our lips and in our heart.

As we profess our faith in the Creed we bow as we speak of the birth of the Lord. In the Niceno-Constantinopolitan Creed we bow as we say “and by the Holy Spirit was incarnate of the Virgin Mary, and became man”. In the Apostles Creed we bow as we say “who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary”. When we bow we are expressing our humility, calling upon God that he may set us upright, allowing us to gaze upon him and make us worthy of his gaze.

During the Eucharistic Prayer we are invited to look upon the Body and Blood of Christ as the priest shows them to us. As the priest genuflects, we bow once again as a sign of our humility and reverence before the Lord.

Following the Lord’s Prayer we are invited to offer each other the sign of peace. We offer one another the customary sign of peace which is an expression of peace, communion and charity.

As we come forward in procession to receive Holy Communion standing we are invited to make an act of reverence by bowing in honour of Christ’s presence in the Sacrament.

At the end of Mass we are invited to go forth. Some of the new dismissals better express that we leave Mass taking the Lord to the World. We are invited to “Go and announce the Gospel of the Lord” or “Go in peace, glorifying the Lord by your life”.

The Passover

Passover (Pesach in Hebrew) is one of the most important festivals in the Jewish year.At this time Jewish people remember how the children of Israel left slavery behind them when they were led out of Egypt by Moses over 3000 years ago. 

The story can be found in the Book of Exodus, Chapter 12 in the Hebrew Bible (the Torah).

The story of the Passover

Moses went to see Pharaoh many times. Each time Pharaoh refused to release the Israelites. Moses warned Pharaoh that God would send terrible plagues on Egypt if Pharaoh did not let them go. The ten plagues were: blood, frogs, gnats, flies, blight of the livestock, boils, hail, locusts, darkness and the death of the first born

The final plague was the death of the first born. God told Moses that the Israelites should mark their doorposts with lamb's blood so that God could 'pass over' their houses and spare them from this plague. This is why the festival is called Passover.

Eventually Pharaoh gave in and told Moses and the Israelites to go at once. They left in such a rush that their bread did not have time to rise. This is why, during Passover, Jewish people eat unleavened bread called Matzah. It looks a bit like crisp bread.

How Passover is celebrated today

The celebrations last for seven or eight days, depending on where you live.

Some families clean their houses thoroughly to remove all crumbs of chametz (leaven). This remembers the Jews leaving Egypt who did not have time to let their bread rise. In many Jewish homes children enjoy taking part in a ritual search for any specks of leaven left behind

On the evening before the Passover begins, a special service called a Seder ('Order') takes place over a meal with family and friends in the home.

The Seder plate on the table consists of:

· A lamb bone 

· A roasted egg 

· A green vegetable to dip in salt water 

· Bitter herbs made from horseradish 

· Charoset (a paste of chopped apples, walnuts and wine) 

On the table, there are three Matzot (unleavened bread) on top of each other. At the start of the Seder, the middle Matzah is broken and the largest piece is hidden. During the Seder the children hunt for it. The one who finds it receives a small prize. 

Four small glasses of wine are drunk to represent the four expressions of freedom which refer to the Israelites being brought out of slavery. The wine symbolises joy and happiness.

An extra cup of wine is placed on the table and the door is left open for Elijah. Jews believe that the prophet Elijah will reappear to announce the coming of the Messiah and will do so at Pesach.

During the evening the story of how the Israelites fled from Egypt is retold from a book called the Haggadah ('Narration').

Everyone at the Seder each has a cushion to lean on. This is to remind them that they are now free people, no longer slaves.

Everybody takes part in reading the Haggadah, some in Hebrew and some in English, many songs are sung and four questions are asked by the youngest child. The father answers.
