	Class – Children are given a piece of paper and asked to draw a picture of their mother or a motherly figure i.e. grandmother. 
Each child should show their picture and explain what makes their mother special. 

Class - The children are shown the picture of Our Lady (attached to planner) This can be held or shown on the white board. The teacher asks the children if they know who this is a picture of? Can you tell me anything about this lady? Why do you think she is so important? The teacher should explain that Jesus had a mother too whom he thought was special. 
The children will make tissue paper flowers and use them to decorate the class prayer space. (Instructions attached).
Class – The children will listen to the story of the Birth of Jesus. (Child friendly version attached). The teacher explain that it was because Mary loved God so much that she did as he asked even though it was dangerous and frightening. 
The children will colour a picture of Mary. (attached)

Class – We think that Mary is special just like Jesus did therefore we have a special prayer that we say called ‘The Hail Mary’.

	I understand that, when I pray, God is calling me to be with him, to talk to him and to listen to him.

I know that often when we pray to God, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, we start by making the Sign of the Cross and joining our hands.
I am aware that I can pray to God anytime, in my heart or aloud and that God always hears me.

I remember that, when I pray, I can ask God to help me and others and I can thank God and honour God.

I know that we can pray through words, gestures and song.

I have learnt by heart the following prayers: Hail Mary
I can use these prayers in my class and in personal prayer.

	Class – The teacher discusses pray with the class. What is prayer? When do we pray? When can we pray? How can we pray? 
Teacher displays Sign of the Cross posters (attached to planner). She asks the children is they recognise what the person is doing. The teacher explains that the Sign of the Cross is our way beginning and ending prayers. Can you think of times when we make the sign of the cross? Sometimes we bless ourselves with holy water when we do it. The teacher will show the children the statements and as a class they must choose the correct statement to match the picture. 
Children will work with a partner to complete Sign of the Cross worksheet. 

Class – The teacher explains to the children that we can speak to God in our own words. The teacher will place an A1 sheet of paper on the board. She will ask the children to contribute to create a class prayer. The children will then decorate the prayer which should be placed on the wall at the class altar. 

Class – Children will revise the Hail Mary and make it part of their daily prayer routine throughout the month of October. 
Class – Children will learn verse one and chorus of ‘Immaculate Mary’.

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How To Make Tissue Paper Flowers

You will need: Tissue Paper & Green Pipe Cleaners

Take four to five sheets of the tissue paper and layer them (if you want multicolored flowers, use different colors). Cut into 8-inch squares. Keeping the sheets layered, take one set of squares and fold it like an accordion so it looks like a thin rectangle. At the center of the rectangle, cut a small v-shaped notch on both sides. Take the end of a pipe cleaner and twist it around the notch. With the stem pointing straight down, gently pull up one layer of tissue into the center. Pull up the remaining layers, one by one. Repeat for the other side of the flowers. Once all the layers are pulled up, fluff them in place to look natural. Continue making more flowers with the remaining stacks of squares. 

The flowers can be sprayed with perfume or essential oils to make them smell nice!
